Following this, I discuss a number of ways for
educational change, having particular suggestions. This effort can influence policy
makers in Cyprus who determine the reform agenda in order to reposition their priorities.
It can also influence researchers and teachers rethink their roles in the process of
educational change.

Videoconferencing (IVC) in the contemporary elementary school. As part of the project
ODYSSEAS, during the school year 2007-2008, 46 students and 4 teachers from two
elementary schools in Athens and Crete collaborated at a distance via IVC and, with the
aid of the animation technique, designed and implemented constructive activities on the
topic: Environment-Climatic Changes.

ANDROUTSOS P., HUMPHREYS JT., «Classroom Observation Ability among Pre-
Service Music Educators in Greece», International Journal of Music Education, ty. 28/1

e The purpose of this study was to examine the classroom observation ability of pre-
service music teachers in Greece (N = 62). Two groups of undergraduates, one near the
beginning and one near the end of a two-year course sequence in teaching methods that
included in-class and in-school training in observation (‘juniors' and 'seniors',
respectively), observed videotapes of one elementary (4(th) grade) and one secondary
(8(th) grade) general music class, each being taught by its own expert music teacher.
Subjects wrote comments that judges classified into subcategories within overall
categories of lesson, teacher, and students. Results largely confirmed those of previous
research from the USA, with the more experienced subjects making significantly more
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comments and both groups focusing more on teachers than on lessons or students. There
were also differences between subcategories and significant interactions involving
experience level and sex of the subjects.

Emphasis is given to
national and regional innovation policies and their impact on the commercialization of
academic research in the National Technical University of Athens, the University of
Thessaly and the Foundation for Research and Technology-Hellas (FORTH) in Crete.

ATHANASIADES CHRISTINA, DELIYANNI-KOUIMTZIS VASSILIKI, «The
Experience of Bullying among Secondary School Students», Psychology in the Schools,
tx.

e The present study was designed to qualitatively investigate secondary students'
interpretations and experiences of bullying (and victimization) in Greek schools, with a
focus on gender similarities and differences. Overall, 95 students (50 boys and 45 girls),
15 or 16 years old, participated in focus group interviews that were homogeneous in
terms of grade and gender. Data analysis, using the interpretative phenomenological
approach, showed that different interpretations and meanings of bullying between
genders have important consequences on actual behavior. Furthermore, students do not
reveal bullying and victimization to either parents or teachers, who are described as
indifferent and ineffective. Results are indicative of a school culture that is conducive to
bullying behaviors and have important implications for antibullying interventions.

The main part of the book has
its mathematical home in the domain of three-dimensional geometry, and Lakatos uses
the literary device of presenting, in script form, the dialogue of a cast of Greek-letter-
named characters as they debate definitions, proofs, and counterexamples in a classroom.
In this article, the author uses Lakatos' methods to explain how his class might have
explored a probability game.

disabilities (cLD) in the classroom or school. Participants included 138 Greek
mainstream secondary school teachers working in inclusive state schools in northern
Greece. Findings indicated that 47.5% of the participants were against the inclusion of
all pupils with special educational needs (SEN) in mainstream secondary schools. Three
variables were found to be associated with teachers' attitudes about the inclusion of
pupils with cLD: age, years of teaching experience and SEN training. Overall, it is
suggested that training, as well as perceived competence and sense of support, were
important in influencing teachers' attitudes about including pupils with cLD in
mainstream classrooms.

The results suggest that
spatial visualisation was related to students' practical abilities in three-dimensional arrays
of cubes, whereas object visualisation was related to students' creative abilities in nets.
Furthermore, high and low spatial visualisers differed in their practical abilities in three-
dimensional arrays of cubes and in their analytic abilities in nets, whereas, high and low
object visualisers differed in their creative abilities in nets.

Participants (N = 159, 52% female) were drinkers, aged 18 to 24, recruited from
introductory psychology classes. Methods: In 2005 and 2006, interview measures of
drinking and pregaming and self-report demographic, motivational, and reasons for

One
hundred and fifty-nine 4th, 5th and 6th grade pupils, attending urban schools in the
provinces, took part in the survey. Moreno's sociometric recommendation test was
provided for the collection of data. The results show the group characteristics divided
into class and sex. Significant discrepancies emerged between the classes and the two-
gender sample with respect to the percentages of pupils selecting one another in the
groups. In the meantime, it was established that a number of students participate in
groups which do not socialise with the rest of the class members.
