e The present study aimed to assess the effect of age and sex on preschool children's
phonological awareness. Three hundred children (154 boys and 146 girls) aged 61 to 72
months, were divided into two age subgroups (61-66 and 67-72 months) and were examined
during four tasks: syllable segmentation, initial first letter sound identification, syllable
deletion and phoneme deletion.

e This paper discusses the usefulness of theoretical frameworks and models that have been
developed for or applied to pedagogy with the use of ICT. Models are needed in research
aiming to understand teachers' pedagogy and pedagogical practices when using Information
and Communication Technologies (ICT). They enable us to investigate the potential of
pedagogy with ICT and to evaluate current and future roles for teachers, students and the
techology. A theoretical framework or model may lead the empirical research, but it may also
be enriched/ modified in the light of research results. In addition, the range of models can be
classified to facilitate selection of suitable models and to identify the need for further
development or refinement.

e The goal of this study is the presentation of a learning tool for satellite Remote Sensing. The
target group of the learning platform is students of Higher Education Institutions in Greece.
The purpose of this work is to use technology as a way to create an environment in which
students can learn by doing, receiving feedback, continually refining their understanding and
building knowledge. The learning environment is interactive and supports collaborative
experiences. Evaluation constitutes a key element of the entire work, as a means to
investigate, provide evidence and make judgements about the tool's effectiveness and
benefits. A series of features characterizing the learning platform have been considered in
order to assess its function and potential usability. The scores achieved showed that the
platform’s design and structure were quite satisfactory and indicated its potential use as a
good learning tool for the distribution of knowledge in the field of remote sensing.

Method: A cross sectional questionnaire survey was used to collect data through a qualitative
question on the meaning of health promotion. It was carried out in March 2005 by mailed
questionnaires to all forty five school nurses of special education in Greece. Thirty four
(75.55%) answers were content analysed. Findings: The most significant finding was the
interchangeable use of the terms "health promotion" and "health education". The concepts of
"lifestyle advice", "health education" and "disease prevention" were predominant.
Conclusion: Findings suggest that school nurses have incorporated health promotion in their
practice according to their personal understanding of the concept. Further education could
enhance their knowledge on the subject.

(35% among medical students), and 30% of the smokers had already started smoking at the
age of 16 years.

The most important factor associated with
smoking prevalence was friendship with smokers and maternal smoking. A better knowledge
of harmful effects showed a strong association with non-smokers. Although nonmedical
students exhibited a greater possibility to be a smoker, awareness of harmful effects among
medical students was not as significant as factor against smoking compared with among
nonmedical students. This study shows that smoking prevalence among medical and other
students in Greece is extremely high. A lack of effective education against smoking in
medical students was evident and this underlines the need to identify the factors to be
included in planning effective antismoking programs.

Specifically, the purpose of the current piece of work is
to identify the extent of the use of ICTs on farms, look into farmers' characteristics as related
to ICTs' adoption and explore farmers' preferred extension delivery techniques. Data were
collected through a large-scale survey addressing farmers in the West Macedonia region,
Greece. Data were analyzed by employing both descriptive statistics and multivariate
techniques. Two-step cluster analysis was used to explore the different levels of ICTs'
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adoption and a categorical regression model was estimated to explain this variation. In the
first place, three distinct farmers' profiles are identified. Besides, it is shown that regardless
of the level of communication sophistication, farmers desire a wide range of information
delivery channels, particularly on farm demonstrations and farmer involvement in applied
research. Results indicate that ICTs may supplement rather than replace traditional extension
methods as well as that, new roles for extension agents may emerge specifically addressing
farmers' needs vis-a-vis IT.

e Traditionally, studies assessing children's experiences of bullying and victimization have

focused on the use of questionnaires and peer-nominations. The present study aimed to
investigate this phenomenon by using two complementary assessment tools, namely self-
reported questionnaires and children's drawings. The sample consisted of 448 boys and girls
drawn from the 4th to 6th grade classrooms of ten primary schools in Central Greece.
Children were asked to: (a) draw a scene of peer victimization taking place in their school
and (b) complete self-reported questionnaires regarding bullying behaviour, victimization and
participant roles in bully/victim incidences. Although the results showed that the relation
between drawing and self-report measures is not a straightforward one, they do reveal some
interesting associations primarily related to gender differences. In other words, it was found
that boys outnumbered girls in both bullying behaviour and victimization. Regarding the
employed forms of victimization, boys tended to depict themselves in more physical
aggression scenes than girls, while girls tended to draw themselves in more verbal
victimization scenes than boys.

adequate knowledge and understanding of the subject. The present research investigated
attitudes of a representative sample of Greek Cypriot serving teachers towards health
education, together with their views on related matters such as the value of contributions
from outside bodies and the availability of finance and resources. Results suggest that
teachers are generally very positive towards health education, but regard initial and in-service
training provision as inadequate and causing manifest confusion in their understanding of
many key issues. Implications emerge for future teacher training programmes.

Using brain potentials in a colour oddball detection task with
Greek and English speakers, a recent study suggests that language effects may exist at early
stages of perceptual integration [Thierry, G., Athanasopoulos, P., Wiggett, A., Dering, B., &

educational field and fertility by presenting the case of Greece. The importance is emphasised
of both educational field and occupation, as well as their role in the diversity of fertility
observed among women. Our empirical investigation is based on census data (2001)
pertaining to childbearing, educational and employment histories of an entire cohort of Greek
women born in the country in 1955-1959. The analysis indicates that in some cases, the field
of education serves better as an indicator of a woman's potential reproductive behaviour than
the educational level attained.

The results highlight the need for additional
education and health promotion regarding HPV vaccination and cervical cancer prevention.

"social creativity strategies" through which group members can improve their social identity.

The speakers scorn rationality and logic, stereotypically
attributed to "the West" (a "West" which is perceived not to include Greece), as cold and not
human. The Greeks' successful national struggles are presented instead as the result of
irrationality.

Main Outcome Measure: The dependent variable was scores on the
Eating Attitudes Test-26, with scores greater than or equal to 20 indicating abnormal eating
attitudes. Analysis: Bivariate analysis included independent Student "t" test, chi-square test,
and Fisher's exact test. Multivariate logistic regression analysis was applied for the
identification of the predictive factors, which were associated independently with abnormal
eating attitudes. A 2-sided "P" value of less than 0.05 was considered statistically significant.
Results: The prevalence of abnormal eating attitudes was 16.7%. Multivariate logistic
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regression analysis demonstrated that females, urban residents, and those with a body mass
index outside normal range, a perception of being overweight, body dissatisfaction, and a
family member on a diet were independently related to abnormal eating attitudes.

Native Greek-speaking children watched movies of two animals travelling
along parallel paths for different distances or durations and judged the spatial and temporal
aspects of these events (e.g., Which animal went for a longer distance, or a longer time?).

For the same stimuli, spatial
information influenced temporal judgments more than temporal information influenced
spatial judgments. This pattern was robust to variations in the age of the participants and the
type of linguistic framing used to elicit responses.

This paper presents Programming Adaptive Testing (PAT), a Web-based adaptive testing
system for assessing students' programming knowledge. PAT was used in two high school
programming classes by 73 students. The question bank of PAT is composed of 443
questions. A question is classified in one out of three difficulty levels. In PAT, the levels of
difficulties are adapted to Bloom's taxonomy lower levels, and students are examined in their
cognitive domain. This means that PAT has been designed according to pedagogical theories
in order to be appropriate for the needs of the course "Application Development in a
Programming Environment". If a student answers a question correctly, a harder question is
presented, otherwise an easier one. Easy questions examine the student's knowledge, while
difficult questions examine the student's skills to apply prior knowledge to new problems. A
student answers a personalized test composed of 30 questions. PAT classifies a student in one
out of three programming skills' levels.

CHICK, HELEN, «A Lakatosian Encounter with Probability», Australian Mathematics Teacher,
Ty 66/4 (2010), oc. 32-40.

There is much to be learned and pondered by reading "Proofs and Refutations" by Imre
Lakatos (Lakatos, 1976). It highlights the importance of mathematical definitions, and how
definitions evolve to capture the essence of the object they are defining. It also provides an
exhilarating encounter with the ups and downs of the mathematical reasoning process, where
conjectures are proposed, countered, and justified. The main part of the book has its
mathematical home in the domain of three-dimensional geometry, and Lakatos uses the
literary device of presenting, in script form, the dialogue of a cast of Greek-letter-named
characters as they debate definitions, proofs, and counterexamples in a classroom. Recently,
however, this author observed a probability game that raised a number of interesting issues
about how probability is learned, understood, and reasoned with. The author describes a
Lakatosian encounter with probability, and presents the probability game she uses in her
class, which begins with Lakatosian characters.

e The Roma, also known as gypsies or "tsinganoi," are amongst the oldest ethnic minorities in
Europe. Nonetheless, they have been one of the most universally marginalized groups across
all of the European nations. Their marginalization is evident in how Roma children have been
treated in schools. Until recently, most nations have only offered them a segregated
education. In this article, the author reports on preliminary data from an ethnographic study
of how and what Roma children in Greece learn outside of schooling via the practice of
familial economic participation to show how the Roma leverage their own cultural capital as
a marginalized people to participate in the informal economy. She provides brief notes,
stories, and snapshots from the two months she spent traveling with a migrant Roma troupe
to illustrate how the Roma in Greece, 80-90% of whom cannot read or write in Greek as
result of their marginalization, prepare their children to work on the fringes of Greece's local
economies. She also provides a brief history of the challenges the Roma have faced in Europe
and then detail the research methods, providing a description of the migrant troupe she joined
for two months. The research findings are discussed.

Based on the experience gained from the operation of the
telephone counselling helpline in Greece for children and adolescents, countertransference
phenomena that appear during telephone counselling are presented in the present article.

e In February and March 2007, the author investigated the possibilities of visual culture art
education in two Greek Primary schools in Athens with students in Grades 5 and 6. One of
her goals was to determine whether or not the telenovela genre was appropriate as curriculum
content in primary art education. She chose telenovelas because they are a prevalent form of
visual communication and integral part of daily life in Greek families with a very large
number of primary students almost certainly watching them. She conducted preliminary
group interviews with 143 primary children to determine their preferences of visual culture
genres. They watched Latin American telenovelas broadcast by private and state TV channels
during the afternoon. They especially referred to the Argentinean teenage telenovela
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"Rebelde Way," which she decided to use as the content of the art lessons she developed. This
article provides background information about telenovelas and presents themes and learning
activities she used to teach about them.

This article describes the Greek educational context ments and a curriculum
intervention. It presents the findings from the intervention and concludes that visual culture is
a valuable and necessary part of art education that should be introduced into the national
curriculum for primary-school art in Greece.

Perfective Past Tense in Greek as a Second Language», Second Language Research, ty. 26/4

This study reports results from four experiments investigating the perfective past tense of
Greek in adult second language (L.2) learners. The data come from L2 learners of Greek with
intermediate to advanced L2 proficiency and different native language (L.1) backgrounds, and
L1 speakers of Greek. All participants were tested in both oral and written elicited production
and acceptability judgment tasks on both existing and novel verb stimuli. The results showed
that the L2 learners did not achieve native-like performance on the perfective past tense in
Greek, even at an advanced level of proficiency. The L2 learners often chose verb forms that
did not encode the perfective past tense. Differences to native speakers were found
particularly for non-sigmatic verb forms, which contain morphological irregularities in the
target language.

COUTSOCOSTAS, GEORGIA-GLORIA; ALBORZ, ALISON, «Greek mainstream secondary
school teachers' perceptions of inclusive education and of having pupils with complex learning
disabilities in the classroom/school», European Journal of Special Needs Education, ty.

The purpose of this study was to examine Greek mainstream secondary school teachers'
perceptions of inclusive education and of having pupils with complex learning disabilities
(cLD) in the classroom or school. Participants included 138 Greek mainstream secondary
school teachers working in inclusive state schools in northern Greece. Findings indicated that
47.5% of the participants were against the inclusion of all pupils with special educational
needs (SEN) in mainstream secondary schools. Three variables were found to be associated
with teachers' attitudes about the inclusion of pupils with cLD: age, years of teaching
experience and SEN training. Overall, it is suggested that training, as well as perceived
competence and sense of support, were important in influencing teachers' attitudes about
including pupils with cLD in mainstream classrooms. It is proposed that the recent
implementation of inclusive education in Greece and the prevailing rudimentary conditions
for its implementation might also have had an impact on teachers' attitudes.

(VP) system, according to the latest technological standards for electronic simulation, and to
pilot its use in Greek electronic medical education. METHOD Two software programs, which
were complementary to each other, were exploited, namely, VUE and OpenLabyrinth. Their
application is based on standards proposed by MedBiquitous, an international organization
that coordinates the use of free and open standards in medical education. The VP scenario is
based on the strategy of problem based learning (PBL), and stems from a case of
cardiological origin. RESULTS The scenario was developed to allow learners to collaborate
with a virtual patient through multiple contacts, in order to conduct various different
examinations and to investigate different approaches in order to reach treatment decisions.
The realistic VP content was further enhanced by the incorporation of multimedia material,
thereby simulating real healthcare conditions and targeting the acquisition of clinical skills.

forerunners of the modernization attempts in the Republic period. In this article, Greek
education system in the Ottoman Empire will be discussed and the effects and importance of
the changes observed in Greek girls' education in 19th and 20th centuries on the
modernization period of the Ottoman Empire will be emphasized. Greek girls' education
system is examined in terms of the schools in Istanbul. In the secular Greek education
system, education of girls was considered highly important.

The Greek public school was found to deliver unsatisfying
sexuality education, of mostly one semester duration, to only about one third of its students,
who become sexually active earlier than other nationals. Although the school ranked last
among main sources of information on sexuality, and Greek youth considered the school less
important than other nationals as a source of sexuality information, all youths unanimously
asked for school-based sexuality education, to be repeated at different grade levels and
delivered by a specially trained and approachable teacher, covering physiological and
interpersonal aspects of sexuality.

The structure and organization of the school laboratories
and backbone network enables the CPU scavenging service, as an independent and additional
service, which will not violate the operational rules and policies of the school network, while
it will add additional resources to the current HellasGrid infrastructure with low adaptation
cost.

Report: Repetitive Behaviours in Greek Individuals with Autism Spectrum Disorder», Journal
of Autism and Developmental Disorders, ty.

The main objective of this study was to examine the factor structure of restricted repetitive
behaviours (RRBs) in a sample of 205 Greek individuals with Autism Spectrum Disorder
(ASD), using the Repetitive Behavior Scale-Revised (RBS-R). Results show that the
structure of RRBs in this Greek sample can be described using a 2-factor solution. The
current study provides further, cross-cultural support for the distinction between a "high-
order" factor reflecting compulsions, rituals, sameness, and restricted behaviours (CRSRB)
and a "low-order" factor reflecting stereotyped movements and self-injurious behaviours
(SSIB). These factors are most likely located at the top of the RRB structural hierarchy and
represent general, independent constructs of ASD behaviours that can be identified not only
across studies but also across cultures.

This article provides an overview of student training programs in logopedics in Bulgaria,
Greece, Macedonia, Poland and the Russian Federation.

Bachelor's, master's and PhD programs in the field of pure logopedics no longer exist in some
countries. In other locations, logopedics is included as a part of special education student
training. In all cases, student education in logopedics is centralized in the universities.
Educational programs are accredited by national agencies for accreditation or evaluation or
by the respective Ministries of Education.

Program on Eligible Adolescent Drivers: Different Audiences, Different Needs?», Health

The school environment has been often identified as a prosperous venue for public health
improvement. This study is a cluster randomized controlled trial evaluating the impact of a
school-based helmet promotion program on knowledge, attitudes and practices of eligible
adolescent drivers. Four public, four private and four vocational high schools situated in
Attica, Greece, were sorted by type and randomly assigned to receive a 1-month intervention,
based on the concepts of the Health Belief Model, or serve as controls. Self-report data were
collected at baseline from 741 second grade students (16 years) and immediately after
program completion. Linear mixed models with random student effects were used to estimate
mean changes in scores for each treatment group and corresponding between groups
differences of changes. Likelihood-based analysis showed that the intervention yielded a
significant improvement in knowledge about helmet use. Yet, its impact on attitudes and
practices appeared to vary across different school types. With current research offering
ambiguous results on the appropriate timing of injury prevention efforts, this study suggests
that educational programs targeting road safety can lead to positive changes if tailored to the
needs of specific population groups and implemented during critical life periods, such as the
transition to driving status.

GEROUKI, MARGARITA, «The Boy Who Was Drawing Princesses: Primary Teachers'
Accounts of Children's Non-Conforming Behaviours», Sex Education: Sexuality, Society and
Learning, ty. 10/4 (2010), oc. 335-348.

The aim of this work is to raise awareness of sexual minority issues with a special focus on
the primary school domain in Greece. Greece is considered a conservative country where
most people regard homosexuality as taboo and non-heterosexual people as an invisible
group. Research data from interviewing primary Greek teachers showed that (homo)sexuality
and gender-challenging behaviour are issues of concern in primary school children.
Moreover, teachers occasionally identify sexuality and gender-related behaviours in children
that do not conform to stereotypical expectations. In some schools, non-conforming
behaviour is stigmatised, and pupils who failed to follow the norm are mocked. Such hostile
behaviour often goes unchallenged. When respondents were prompted to discuss their
personal reactions to such incidents, they referred to a range of reactions such as offering
etymological explanations, ignoring the issue altogether, dismissing it as unimportant, or
recalling it privately as amusing.

Childhood Teachers' Views and Intentions about ICT Use in Early Childhood Settings: A

This paper regards a comparative study which investigates in-service and pre-service Greek
early childhood teachers' views and intentions about integrating and using computers in early
childhood settings. Views and intentions were investigated via a questionnaire administered
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to 240 in-service and 428 pre-service early childhood teachers. Confirmatory Factor Analysis
showed that the one-factor structure of the questionnaire holds in both populations.
Measurement partial invariance between the two populations was confirmed. Comparing the
two populations with regard to the degree of adopting positive views-intentions and the level
of computer self-efficacy, teachers expressed more positive views-intentions and students
reported higher computer self-efficacy. Implications for teacher training are discussed.

The questionnaire was administered to 1,394 students from 49 chemistry
classes in Attica, and the resulting data were analyzed to explore the reliability and the
validity of the new instrument. The validated questionnaire was administered to 225 students
from 15 classes in urban areas of Cyprus. The data analyses supported the questionnaire's
internal consistency, discriminant validity, and ability to differentiate between classrooms.
Effect sizes and independent samples t test analyses revealed differences between the two
samples. Cypriot students viewed their chemistry classroom environment more favorably
than did the Attica students.

Both the PAEI and a researcher-created demographic sheet were sent to the overall
population of state primary teacher counsellors so as to explore the adult education
philosophies that guide their educational theory and practice while implementing in-service
teacher training programmes. The respond rate was very high 72,46% (N=179). Frequencies,
means, correlational and multivariate analyses were used to describe and analyze the research
results. It was shown that the most predominant philosophical preference of the counsellors
was: progressivism, followed by behaviourism, radicalism, liberalism, and finally, humanism.
The ranges proved that the scoring patterns for the majority of the counsellors could be
described as eclectic.

All participants completed the Peer Experiences Questionnaire - PEQ, the
School Climate Scale and the Risky Behaviour Scale. It was found that negative perceptions
of their school climate as well as involvement in risky behaviours predicted bullying
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behaviours towards their peers and that involvement in risky behaviours mediated this

GIROUX HENRY, A., «Dumbing Down Teachers: Rethinking the Crisis of Public Education
and the Demise of the Social State», Review of Education, Pedagogy & Cultural Studies, ty. 32/4-

e In this paper, the author focuses specifically on how the current crisis regarding teacher
layoffs in the United States is being analyzed and addressed through weak reformist
discourses and how the hidden order of these discourses is revealed through current policies
being implemented to reform existing programs and colleges of education charged with the
significant task of preparing prospective teachers. His argument is organized around the
assumption that at the heart of such reforms is an attempt to create colleges of education that
will largely train teachers rather than give them a rigorous critical education. The dire effects
of the reform measures will include turning colleges of education and alternative routes to
certification into gatekeepers for a new kind of pedagogical culture and learning environment
in which teachers are dumbed down. If left to proceed unchecked, reform will mean the
advancement of a formative pedagogical culture that promotes political and cultural illiteracy
while making teachers and students more receptive to the disempowering disciplinary
practices of neoliberal policies, values, and social relations.

Results: The Chi square
method showed a high correlation between accidents and variables such as gender, grade,
maternal education level, paternal education level, and social group each child belongs to.
The odds ratio was 3.3 for Non-natives compared with Native Christians and Native
Muslims. The latter had half odds in comparison with Native Christians. Conclusions: Young
boys (7th grade), non-natives, and children whose parents received higher education were at
greater risk of being injured.

In
particular, Arendt closely identifies action with political action. Purpose/Objective/Research
Question/Focus of Study: The research does not question the general thrust of Arendt's
critique, but has three aims: (1) to supplement the concept of action that in certain respects is
under theorized by Arendt, (2) to argue that the domain of the public needs to be extended to
the "shared world" that includes, for example, action in professional life and not only politics,
and (3) to argue that education, as part of the shared world, should look to extending the
capability for action. Research Design: The research takes the form of philosophical and
historical analysis. In addition to the works of Arendt, the ideas of Michael Oakeshott and H.
P. Grice are analyzed to develop further the concept of action. The method of deploying
action in a pedagogical setting is then explored through an examination of Sen and
Nussbaum's concept of capability. Conclusions/Recommendations: The article argues that
teachers have a responsibility to develop the capability for action in their children and
students. This goes beyond instruction to the creation of conditions in which students can
start to take risks and responsibilities for themselves.

A SEM validation of the proposed model
reveals that Personal Innovativeness, Compatibility and Relative advantage are stronger
predictors of intention to use, compared to trust, and perceived risk. Even though the study
offers the first piece of evidence on e-governance website adoption by teachers, the
recommendations would be helpful in developing and implementing new e-governance plans.

Regression
analysis showed that the implementation of the special educational curriculum was the most
important predictor of job stress, followed by the social and academic progress of children.
The implications of these findings for in-service and preservice teacher preparation, support,
and awareness-raising regarding job stress are discussed.

e This study attempts to give an insight to the computer anxiety levels and attitudes toward
computers of the students of the Library and Information Systems (LIS) Department of
Technological Educational Institute (TEI) of Thessaloniki using Computer Anxiety Rating
Scale (CARS) and Computer Attitudes Scale (CAS). Both constructs were examined using
explanatory factor analysis. Internal consistency of the factors of each construct was
satisfactory. It was found that there was a strong negative relationship between the two
concepts. Canonical correlation analysis demonstrated that anxiety explains more variance of
the attitudes than vice versa. Another finding was that most of LIS students were not anxious
toward computers and with positive attitudes. Factors correlated negatively with anxiety and
positively with attitudes, were knowledge of English language, PC ownership, access of
students to computers at younger ages, perceived advanced computer skills and computer
experience as reflected by frequency of computer use.

He often cleverly
gives the words a new sense and makes them speak for his own view, following the manner
of the Stoics. Philo's works allow us a glimpse the learned circles of the Alexandrian Jews.
Philo had memorized poets in gymnasium. He hardly lost the contact to them after his early
years, but allowed them to entertain him and his friends during his lifetime.

o This article investigates generalist kindergarten teachers' academic music training based on
data collected from students undertaking an undergraduate degree in preschool (kindergarten)
education (students aged 4-6 years) in Greece. The study was carried out through a
questionnaire survey that addressed students' aspirations when entering the university and the
real learning outcomes by the end of their studies. This article seeks to find relationships
between students' academic experiences and their level of confidence and enthusiasm to
teach music in kindergarten.

The effects of personal characteristics (e.g. personality, aptitude, gender) on student
performance, such as Grade Point Average (GPA) and course grades, have been
systematically researched, with the emphasis being mainly on outcomes rather than the
processes leading to them. The purpose of this paper is to shift the focus to students'
perceived competence for learning and examine how this is affected by personality
characteristics and learning climate. Data were collected from students enrolled in an
elective economics course at a Greek public university. Results indicated that all Big Five
traits, except emotional stability, and learning climate were significantly related to
students' perceived learning competence.

These results and the high response rate suggest that there is a
quality movement at the micro level in Greek higher education. Research
limitations/implications Quality management (QM) research within the relatively
uncharted Greek universities poses multiple challenges, e.g. in handling politically
sensitive subjects, which may benefit readers in overcoming theirs. Originality/value The
significance of the paper lies in the fact that no existing studies have investigated the
adoption of ISO-oriented quality management system in Greek universities, utilizing neo-
institutional theory and a mixed method research design. Especially relevant is that the
study focuses on quality management at the micro level of units within higher education
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institutions. The study demonstrates how to distinguish different isomorphic pressures
empirically.

PAPADOPOULOS, IOANNIS, «'"Reinventing' Techniques for the Estimation of the Area of
Irregular Plane Figures: From the Eighteenth Century to the Modern Classroom»,
International Journal of Science and Mathematics Education, ty.

e The issue of the area of irregular shapes is absent from the modern mathematical
textbooks in elementary education in Greece. However, there exists a collection of books
written for educational purposes by famous Greek scholars dating from the eighteenth
century, which propose certain techniques concerning the estimation of the area of such
shapes. We claim that, when students deal for an adequate period with a succession of
carefully designed tasks of the same conceptual basis--in our case that of the area of
irregular shapes--then they "reinvent" problem-solving techniques for the estimation of
their area, given that they have not been taught anything about these shapes. These
techniques, in some cases, are almost the same as the abovementioned historical ones. In
other cases, they could be considered to be an adaptation or extension of these.

The questionnaire was administered to
1,394 students from 49 chemistry classes in Attica, and the resulting data were analyzed
to explore the reliability and the validity of the new instrument. The validated
questionnaire was administered to 225 students from 15 classes in urban areas of Cyprus.
The data analyses supported the questionnaire's internal consistency, discriminant
validity, and ability to differentiate between classrooms. Effect sizes and independent
samples t test analyses revealed differences between the two samples.

Reducing fishing effort is central to
the European Commission Common Fisheries Policy and over the years, the Commission
has developed a number of socio-economic measures to encourage labour mobility
among fishermen, and as such mitigate the impact caused by the structural adjustment.
Considering this aim, this paper seeks to identify European fishermen's willingness for
occupational and geographical mobility and the characteristics that influence this
willingness. A survey was conducted with the participants in the inshore commercial
fisheries of the Highlands of Scotland (UK), the Algarve (Portugal) and the South
Evoikos Gulf (Greece), and logit models fitted to identify the characteristics that
influence willingness for labour mobility. The paper argues that there are differences in
attitudes towards labour mobility among fishermen from the different countries and that
personal preferences, demographic characteristics, job-related and financial reasons
influence the willingness for both occupational and geographical mobility.

Results showed that Greek teachers reported fairly
high scores in the specific factors and the overall EI. Perceived EI was significantly
related to burnout syndrome and job satisfaction, indicating that teachers of high-
perceived EI are likely to experience less burnout and greater job satisfaction. Regression
analysis revealed that emotional exhaustion can be predicted by satisfaction with the job
itself and with the principal subscales; depersonalization is predicted by satisfaction with
the job and with prospective promotions; personal accomplishment is predicted by
satisfaction with the job itself as well as by an EI factor, optimism/ mood regulation and a
demographic variable, age.

e Throughout the centuries the ownership of wealth has been used as the measure for the
determination of status in a community or society. Exactly what constituted wealth
differed from one period to the next? The nature and extent of power within the narrow
confines of the family and the wider political context was defined on the basis of
ownership of wealth. Wealth power was transmuted into the authority to influence
government and social morality. "What I have" superseded "I am a human being" and
was thus decisive in the determination and adjudication of justice in human relations.
This experience and concept of human relations in the sphere of politics was manifest in
ancient Greece. It has persisted in different forms in the evolution of Western political
philosophy and is an enduring reality of our time. Concretely, it left democracy intact
only in name and replaced it with timocracy, or rule by money. This replacement is
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politically disturbing as it is a surreptitious negation of the principle of popular
sovereignty. It is also morally disturbing because it undermines the principle of justice in
human as well as in international politics. Accordingly, I explore the implications of this
situation for moral education. The thesis defended in this paper is that the supersession of
democracy by timocracy is ethically untenable. "Feta kgomo o tshware motho"--directly
translated as "go past the cow and catch the human being" is an ethical maxim in the
African philosophy of "Ubuntu" among the Bantu-speaking peoples. It is a philosophy
whose practice is opposed to this supersession of democracy by timocracy. (Contains 3

This interest has been stimulated by research
evidence according to which good quality child care has a positive influence on children's
overall development. The global quality in Greek preschool and infant/toddler classrooms
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was assessed with ACEI Global Guidelines Assessment (GGA), Early Childhood
Environment Rating Scale-Revised (ECERS-R) and Infant Toddler Environment Rating
Scale (ITERS). Our research data, confirm previous research results from Greece, and
suggest that Greek child care centers provide low quality care and education.
Comparisons between the tools employed revealed great similarity between the ACEI
GGA and ECERS-R ratings on issues relating to environment and physical space,
program evaluation, communication with families, opportunities for family and
community participation, recognition of diversity, curriculum and activities, etc. On the
other hand the ACEI GGA and ITERS seem to measure different aspects of process
quality, as far as infant care and education are concerned. Research results indicate the
need for immediate improvement and revision of the policies employed by Greek state,
as far as young children's education and care are concerned.

The instrument that was used for enjoyment was
the PACES The results showed that there was not a statistical significant difference
between the two groups (F (1, 83) = 2.67, p = 0.10), statistical significant main effect of
the time (pre- intervention / post- intervention) (F (1, 83) = 202.8, p = 0.00) was
demonstrated. The findings showed that both programs were enjoyable. They are some
indicators that the characteristics of the teacher might effect more the enjoyment.

e Background/Context: The reconsideration of reverence was proposed by Paul Woodruffi's
2001 book, Reverence: Renewing a Forgotten Virtue. In examining reverence, we draw
on moral philosophy, particularly the revival of virtue ethics, and acknowledge
Woodruff's cross-cultural studies of reverence, particularly in ancient Greece and
Confucian China. We propose the revival of reverence and reverential listening in
teaching and leading in schools. Purpose/Focus of Study: We take Woodruff's
philosophical and historical analysis of reverence and extend it to education, particularly
for teachers and school leaders. We delineate the traits of reverential listening for teachers
and describe the importance of ritual, ceremony, and shared deliberation for school
leaders. Our purpose is to show what reverential listening is and how it can be part of
best practices in schools. Research Design: The research design is a philosophical study
of reverence and listening in the context of education. We analyze each term and describe
its traits as we form a description of reverential listening in education. This analysis is
supported by examples taken from our own experiences as teachers and from well-known
theorists ~ of  reverence, teaching  practices, and  school  leadership.
Conclusions/Recommendations: We conclude that small acts of reverent kindness, like
the acts of reverent listening accomplished by teachers and leaders in schools, can be
transformative. As Albert Schweitzer noted, many of us do this modest though important
work well every day. Reverent listening is certainly not a panacea for the concerns and
problems of our schools, but it is part of a simple act of paying regard and attention to
others that is too often ignored in today's schools.

e Ghassib (2010) presents a provocative view of science as industry. He ties science
specifically to a "productivist" industrial model and to knowledge production. If judged
based on what is explicit in this article, his theory is useful and logical. There are,
however, several concerns as well. Some of these are implied by the title of his article,
which is "Where does creativity fit into a productivistic industrial model of knowledge
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production?" This implies a connection between creativity and knowledge, and between
creativity and productivity for that matter, and both are in fact complicated relationships.
Additionally, there are a number of assumptions in Ghassib's (2010) article, and several
of these can be questioned. The primary objectives of the present Commentary are to
examine these complex relationships and to identify and evaluate those assumptions.
Before identifying Ghassib's (2010) assumptions, something should be said about less
dubious sections of his work. His history is, I believe, the best part of his article. Ghassib
(2010) does a wonderful job presenting an overview of the history and evolution of the
scientific method. This history is not slanted towards Western culture, or at least not
nearly as much as many of them are, and Ghassib (2010) identifies several critical eras,
or what he calls pockets in history. There was, for example, the Hellenian pocket which
of course represented the outstanding efforts of Ancient Greece, and in particular
astronomy and geometry. The idea of pockets may assist theories of creativity that look to
the effects of Zeitgeist on creative efforts (Simonton, 1999)

e Regardless of the source of funding, university quality is based on knowledge, teaching,
and research, and hence cannot be run like private enterprises as they are expert
organisations that provide solely a public service. The purpose of this paper is to
investigate, through the analysis of case studies, whether or not management theory,
principles, and techniques are being implemented by Greek universities and consequently
whether or not university management contributes to the efficiency and effectiveness of
the university's operation. This study supports the view that if academic institutions are to
work solely for the public interest, then university efficiency would be a necessary
precondition for the attainment of its higher objectives. There are strong arguments that
closer scrutiny given to university management and a revision of its implementation
would result in sustained university progress.

e The present study aimed at investigating Greek teachers' cross-cultural awareness and
their views on cultural diversity in the classroom. These issues become important given
that the mainstream classroom under the present conditions in Greece is becoming
multicultural and, as the existing literature suggests, teachers have not been adequately (if
at all) prepared to teach in such a classroom. Participants in the study were 100 teachers
of elementary and secondary education; of them, 57 were females. Quantitative data were
collected through the Cultural Awareness Inventory and a structured questionnaire
exploring teachers' views on cultural diversity and their role in a culturally diverse
classroom. The results showed the contradictory and dilemmatic character of teachers'
attitudes towards cultural diversity and point to the need of implementing new teacher
training programs that would incorporate not only strategies for teaching new curricula
but teachers' needs as well, as these emerge in today's multicultural classroom.

SAPOUNA, MARIA, «Collective Efficacy in the School Context: Does It Help Explain

Victimization and Bullying among Greek Primary and Secondary School Students?», Journal
of Interpersonal Violence, ty. 25/10 (2010), 6c. 1912-1927.
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Collective efficacy, defined as informal social controls that operate under social norms of
trust, is an emerging theoretical concept that has been applied to explain violence rates in
neighborhoods, affiliation with deviant peers, partner violence, and adolescent
delinquency. This study employed a multilevel design to examine the association between
collective efficacy at the class-level and individual-level bullying perpetration and
victimization using survey data from 1,729 Greek students, aged 11 to 14 years. School
class collective efficacy was defined as cohesion and trust among class members
combined with their willingness to intervene in the case of aggressive or bullying
incidents. Our findings indicate that individual-level victimization is more frequent in
classes with lower levels of collective efficacy. We conclude that the notion of collective
efficacy might also prove useful in explaining bullying involvement.

Although this has led to high levels of participation, inequalities not only persist
but are also strengthened. The persistence of inequalities is partly the result of policies for
the widening of participation having been accompanied by institutional stratification with
educational choices being unequal and socially defined. There is evidence that with the
development of new university departments and the increase in the number of university
entrants in Greece, a stratified system of higher education has emerged. This study draws
on quantitative data that provides evidence that choice has been driven largely by the
students' social class: the close relationship between social class and educational
opportunities has remained intact. Furthermore, social inequalities in access and
distribution in higher education persist, despite the substantial increase in participation in
higher education.

This article presents the author's response to Hisham B. Ghassib's essay entitled "Where
Does Creativity Fit into a Productivist Industrial Model of Knowledge Production?"
Professor Ghassib's (2010) essay presents a provocative portrait of how the little science
of the Babylonians, Greeks, and Arabs became the Big Science of the modern industrial
world. This historical transformation directly shaped the very nature of scientific
creativity. In reading Ghassib's article, however, the author notices that the analysis
concentrated on the physical sciences, and especially on physics. The biological,
behavioral, and social sciences are completely ignored. Given the exceptional status
accorded physics and its most outstanding practitioners, this emphasis would seem quite
justified. Even so, if the aim is to understand the changes in human creativity over the
course of recent history, this particular focus may not be optimal. Creativity is manifested
in all of the sciences, as well as in the arts and humanities. Even more critically, different
domains of creative achievement may feature variable amounts of creativity. To see how
this is so, the author turns to a philosophical problem that is over a century old. In sum,
Ghassib's (2010) analysis may indicate how creativity can become co-opted by
sociocultural status. If so, the author contends that it is a narrative of creative decline
rather than ascent.

SKANAVIS, C.; GIANNOULIS, C., «Improving quality of ecotourism through advancing
education & training of Greek eco-tour guides: The role of training in environmental
interpretation», Tourismos, ty. 5/2 (2010), cc. 49-68.

There are
no nature guides or specific conservation objectives, and there is no professional training
for non formal environmental educators and/or interpreters. The a of this paper is to
reveal the necessity of integrating environmental interpretation in training of Greek
Ecotour guides.

Within this context, the new curriculum development policy
aimed at an equal integration of preschool education into the unified design of primary
and secondary education. A basic issue in any such educational change is how teachers
make sense of the new curriculum and what impact it has on their thinking and daily
practice. Considering the need to better understand the relationships between curriculum
and parameters that shape practice, the study examines preschool teachers' perspectives
of the new early childhood curriculum and its implementation, as well as the extent to
which the new curriculum has influenced preschool practices.

SOPHOCLEOUS, A., WILKS, C., «Standard Modern Greek and Greek-cypriot dialect in
kindergarten classroom interaction: Teachers' and learners' language attitudes and language
use», Language, Culture and Curriculum, ty. 23/1 (2010), oc. 51-69.

This study investigates language use and language attitudes in state kindergarten
education in Cyprus. Kindergarten education is the primary setting where Greek-Cypriots
learn to employ the standard variety on a systematic basis. Consequently, the context of
kindergarten education is a principal setting for examining language attitudes and
language variation. Specifically, this study examines whether teachers' ambiguities
regarding language use exist in kindergarten education as in other levels of formal
education and whether at the age of kindergarten education children's language attitudes
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towards the standard and non-standard varieties begin to develop. The data gathered via
class observations and teacher interviews suggest that teacher ambiguities do seem to
exist in relation to the use of the two varieties in the classroom and children do
distinguish between the two language varieties, as they employ these on different
speaking occasions in the classroom with their peers and teachers.

SOULIS, SPIRIDON-GEORGIOS; FLORIDIS, THEODORE, «Sources of stress for Greek
students with intellectual disabilities attending mainstream schools», Support for Learning, ty.
25/2 (2010), oc. 74-80.

Students with intellectual disabilities often experience school-related stress. As a result,
they are confronted with many difficulties in their daily school life. The goal of this study
was to assess situations of school life that students attending Greek mainstream settings
are likely to experience as stressful. Twenty students with mild intellectual disabilities
were interviewed about their feelings and thoughts regarding possible stressful situations
in school. Qualitative analysis of the interviews' data was conducted. As a result, five
main sources of school-related stress were mentioned: school achievement and classroom
participation; peer interactions; student behaviour and risk of injury; parents'
expectations; and teacher acceptance. The findings suggest that children with intellectual
disabilities experience school-related stress mainly to a normal degree. Concerning the
stress factors that emerged as crucial, a basic conclusion can be drawn: mainstream
schools should be changed into inclusive communities where student differences are fully
respected, and wherein all children, with and without disabilities, are supported according
to their individual abilities, potentials and needs.

SPENCER, K.; LOIZIDOU, N.; MASTERSON, J., «Feedforward, -backward, and neutral
transparency measures for Grade 1 and Grade 2 Greek readers.», Behavior Research Methods,
Ty 42/1 (2010), 6. 96-108.

In the present study, orthographic metrics for Greek children's Grade 1 and Grade 2
reading materials were presented. Data for five transparency metrics-three of which being
neither feedforward nor feedbackward-were presented and offered for use in the research
of children's reading and spelling acquisition. The analysis demonstrated the complex
relationships between metrics and compared the results with those obtained for the
English language. The structure of these metrics from a variety of corpus sizes was
investigated, and we concluded that large corpus sizes do not necessarily make a
substantial contribution to the value of such metrics when compared with smaller
samples.

During the last decade, significant funding has become available to Greek public
universities to support the convergence to the common European space of higher
education. In a number of departments, this funding was wisely invested in the
development of a quality culture, covering not only the educational process, but also the
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services offered by the department's administration and technical support staff. This paper
presents the design and implementation of a quality-oriented studies' reform plan in the
Mechanical Engineering Department, University of Thessaly in the period 2002-2008.

Method: In the present study we assessed the relationship between dyslexia, the learning
sensory modalities and educational characteristics in 20 dyslexic and 40 non-dyslexic
Greek university students. The students' educational characteristics were evaluated
through the Academic and Professional Profile Questionnaire. Their learning sensory
modalities were identified using the Learning Preferences Test. Results: The results
revealed that dyslexic students differ from their non-dyslexic peers in their preferred
sensory learning style. Kinaesthetic learning was the most favoured by the dyslexic
students, while the non-dyslexic students favoured visual learning. Dyslexic students
rated themselves academically worse and less competent in written work than their non-
dyslexic peers at school. Correlations were found between sensory learning preferences
and certain educational characteristics.

In the present study, primary school students' ideas concerning the apparent movement of
the Moon are investigated. The research was carried out in five primary schools of
Athens (Greece) with a sample of forty (40), fifth and sixth grade students. Semi
structured interviews were used to gather scientific data and students had the opportunity
to provide their answers either orally and/or as a drawing. The results revealed that
students think that (a) apparent movement of the Moon takes place always at night and
(b) simultaneous presence of the Sun and the Moon occurs mainly around sunset and
sunrise. These ideas were found to be barriers for the construction of the scientific view
concerning the relative positions of the Sun-Earth-Moon system, since three-quarters of
the students have the idea that the Sun and the Moon are at opposite sides of the Earth.

STIVAKTAKI, CHRYSI; MOUNTAKIS, COSTAS; BOURNELLI, PAGONA, «The Effect of a
Cross-Curricular Study Programme in Physical Education on the Attitudes and Perceptions of
Greek Children towards Traditional (Folk) Dance in the First Year of Secondary School»,
Research in Dance Education, ty. 11/3 (2010), c. 193-211.

The purpose of the present study was to assess the effect of a cross-curricular programme
for the teaching of traditional dances on the attitudes and perceptions of Greek pupils in
the First Year of Secondary School. At the outset we anticipated that the programme
would have positive results in terms of: (a) the pupils' enjoyment of the activity; (b) Their
perceived value of their participation; (c) their perceived ability to be able to dance; and
(d) their satisfaction with the way in which it was taught. The sample comprised 91
thirteen-year-old students from the First Year (four mixed classes) of the second
Secondary School at Agia Paraskevi Athens-Greece. A cross-curricular programme for
the teaching of traditional Greek dances was developed and implemented. The
programme lasted five months. A weighted questionnaire of attitudes (Likert-type), was
used, adapted to Greek with reliability ([alpha] = 0.93). From the results of the statistical
analyses it was found that the application of the cross-curricular programme had a
positive influence on all of the above-mentioned factors.

The research was
conducted across 8 schools in North Greece and over 200 young people (age 12-15) took
part in it. In terms of the sample, data was obtained from a range of different schools
taking into consideration geographical, social-economic and ethnic background
parameters.

e Greece has the highest smoking prevalence in the European Union, with adolescents
having high levels of exposure to secondhand smoke (SHS). In July 2009, national
smokefree legislation was implemented in Greece. This study explored Greek young
people's attitudes to smoking, SHS and the impending legislation. Semi-structured
qualitative interviews were undertaken with 11 groups of 14- to 16-year-old smokers and
non-smokers in May and June 2009. Participants described social worlds in which
smoking and exposure to SHS were viewed as normal and acceptable. There was little
awareness of the health risks of SHS. Smoking was perceived to be both an inherent part

of socializing and highly addictive. The "right" to smoke in public places was thus
viewed as greater than that of not being exposed to SHS. There was limited awareness of
the impending smokefree legislation.

Conservatoire, in the construction of musical performance teachers' professional identity.
Underpinned by a social constructionist framework and within an ethnographic case
study approach, the findings revealed that, on the one hand, participating teachers were
constrained by the "cultural scripts”" within their workplaces, and on the other, that they
utilised and appropriated these cultural tools in constructing their professional identity
and practice. The findings imply that advanced music training institutions should engage
more radically in a critical rethinking of their "workplace landscapes" as settings for
professional identity construction in order to ensure that musical identities are most
effectively nurtured.

Cross-Linguistically: Evidence from Dual-Task Paradigms», Journal of Memory and Language,
Ty 63/1 (2010), 60.

e What role does language play during attention allocation in perceiving and remembering
events? We recorded adults' eye movements as they studied animated motion events for a
later recognition task. We compared native speakers of two languages that use different
means of expressing motion (Greek and English). In Experiment 1, eye movements
revealed that, when event encoding was made difficult by requiring a concurrent task that
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did not involve language (tapping), participants spent extra time studying what their
language treats as the details of the event. This "linguistic encoding" effect was
eliminated both when event encoding was made easier (no concurrent task) and when the
concurrent task required the use of language (counting aloud). In Experiment 2, under
conditions of a delayed concurrent task of counting aloud, participants used language
covertly just prior to engaging in the additional task. Together, the results indicate that
language can be optionally recruited for encoding events, especially under conditions of
high cognitive load. Yet, these effects are malleable and flexible and do not appear to
shape core biases in event perception and memory.

The aim of the current study was to adapt the Boston Diagnostic Aphasia Examination -
Short Form (BDAE-SF) [1] to the Greek language and culture, determine the influence of
demographic variables on performance and in particular the effects of age and education,
develop normative data, and examine the discriminative validity of the test for acute
stroke patients. A sample of 129 community healthy adults participated in the study (66
women), covering a broad range of ages and education levels so as to maximize
representation of the Greek population and be able to examine the effects of age and
education in language performance. Regression models showed that, overall, younger and
more educated individuals presented higher performance on several subtests. Normative
data for the Greek population are presented in percentile tables. Neurological patients'
performance was compared to that of the neurologically intact population using
Wilcoxon's rank sum test and for the most part was found to be significantly inferior,
indicating good discriminant validity of the test. Qualitative errors of patients diagnosed
with aphasia on the test are presented, and limitations and generalizable strengths of this
adaptation are discussed.

This study explores
the association between different aspects of social capital and psychiatric morbidity in
rural communities of the Greek North Aegean islands. A large number of individual and
community characteristics that may influence psychiatric morbidity are concurrently
examined in multilevel models to account for the clustering of individuals within rural
settings. The current findings indicate that psychiatric morbidity is, to a large extent,
clustered within rural communities. Individuals' perceived divisions in the community,
i.e., political party preference, landholdings, low social support networks, and lack of
perceived solidarity, are associated with psychiatric morbidity according to theoretical
expectation. At the community level, this risk is lower in villages with over 250 residents,
where there are youth clubs or a common threat, for instance, property crime. (Contains 4

The sample consists of two English-speaking
students attending the 1st grade of Secondary School and two Greek-speaking students
attending the 6th grade of Primary School with difficulties in spelling. The results, at the
end of the intervention period, showed that all students, irrespective of their writing
system, improved their performance on the trained words significantly. A qualitative
analysis of the results revealed that the increase was most substantial on suffix spelling.
The degree of improvement by the four students does not seem to be associated directly
with their writing system but rather with their stage of spelling acquisition. This
relationship was statistically negative, suggesting that the degree of improvement is
greater in students with lower spelling capabilities. These findings are important for the
development of alternative approaches to educational interventions of individuals with
spelling difficulties and developmental dyslexia, and are consistent with the experimental
literature.

The purpose of the
present study is to examine the psychometric properties of the TSES in the Greek
educational context. A total of 405 Greek secondary school teachers voluntarily
participated in the study. A within-construct and between-construct approach was used to
examine the validity and reliability of the Greek version of the TSES (factorial validity,
internal consistency, temporal stability, and correlation with external criteria). Results are
encouraging and seem to support the suitability of the TSES to assess teachers' efficacy
within the Greek educational context.

o This study explores socio-economic inequalities in health among Mediterranean people
aged 50 or higher. The data used in the analysis come from the Survey of Health, Ageing
and Retirement in Europe, wave 1, release 2; the sample includes 2,671 Greek, 2,502
Italian and 2,343 Spanish persons. Seven health indicators are examined using age-sex
standardized prevalence rates and logistic regression models. Concentration indices are
also computed for self-rated health (SRH). Socio-economic position of individuals
declines with age. Persons of lower socio-economic position experience worse health in
all instances. Independently of education and gender, Greek persons display the lowest
prevalence rates for SRH and physical and depressive symptoms, Spanish exhibit the
highest rates for chronic conditions, and Italians perform better regarding functional
limitations. Within-country analysis shows that the magnitude of socio-economic
inequalities in SRH is greatest in Greece, followed by Spain and lastly by Italy. The
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analysis reconfirms the advantage of high over low socio-economic position for all
countries and health indicators and proves education as an important correlate compared
to wealth and income among the elderly.

Design/ methodology/ approach A multi-
criteria decision-making methodology was used for assessing the relative importance of
quality determinants that affect student satisfaction. More specifically, the analytical
hierarchical process (AHP) was used in order to measure the relative weight of each
quality factor. Findings The relative weights of the factors that contribute to the quality of
educational services as it is perceived by students was measured. Research
limitations/implications The research is based on the questionnaire of the Hellenic
Quality Assurance Agency for Higher Education. This implies that the measured weights
are related mainly to questions posed in this questionnaire. However, the applied method
(AHP) can be used to assess different quality determinants. Practical implications The
outcome of this study can be used in order to quantify internal quality assessment of
HEIs. More specifically, the outcome can be directly used by HEIs for assessing quality
as perceived by students. Originality/value The paper attempts to develop insights into
comparative evaluations of quality determinants as they are perceived by students.

The
results showed that the idea of discreteness (i.e., that fractions and decimals had
"successors" like natural numbers) was robust in all age groups; that students tended to
believe that the intermediate numbers must be of the same type as the interval endpoints
(i.e., only decimals between decimals and fractions between fractions); and that the type
of interval endpoints (natural numbers, decimals, or fractions) influenced students'
judgments of the number of intermediate numbers in those intervals. We interpret these
findings within the framework theory approach to conceptual change.

The Chinese Dynasties and Confucius as a scholar saw value in educating those from all
social strata according to their talents. And the history of the world and these societal
contributions have occurred predominantly in cities, as Arnold Toynbee has noted in his
text "Cities of Destiny."

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began, from Hollingworth's Speyer School experiment in New York City on the East
Coast, to Terman's efforts on the West Coast in large cities like San Diego, to the work of
others in large Midwestern cities.

It has been proposed that, while
anticipating a social situation, socially anxious individuals engage in several biased
cognitive processes which enhance anticipatory anxiety and lead them to escape the
situation (Clark & Wells, 1995). A psychometric study was conducted and a new self-
report measure of childhood anticipatory processing was utilised in 558 primary school
children aged between 10-13 years with the aim of (a) sampling the incidence of shyness
among young people and determining any sex differences, (b) collecting basic
information about anticipatory processing in primary school children and its relationship
to childhood social anxiety and (c) determining the psychometric properties of the new
questionnaire. The results showed that 56% of elementary-aged children labelled
themselves shy and that sex differences exist. It was also confirmed that anticipatory
processing is very common before an anticipated feared social event and a significant
correlation (r = 0,52) between anticipatory processing scores and childhood social
anxiety was found, which remained when depression was controlled. Socially anxious
students reported that their thoughts about the event were recurrent, intrusive, interfered
with their concentration and increased their state of anxiety. The results are discussed in
terms of childhood social anxiety and the Clark and Wells cognitive model of social
phobia.

Unlike previous research, the findings of this study did not support
the conclusion that boys have more positive ICT self-efficacy and value beliefs than girls.

Univariate
analysis examined the associations between breakfast consumption, family meals,
emotional eating, bingeing, and weight status in both populations. Multiple logistic
regression models focused on the relationship between breakfast consumption and
overweight/obesity taking potential confounders into account. Results: Daily breakfast
consumption was associated with lower levels of overweight/obesity among Finnish and
Greek boys, but not among girls. Adjusting for confounders did not change the result
among Greek boys, but adjustment for father's body mass index, weight control, and fear
of getting fat attenuated the association among Finnish boys. Conclusions and
Implications: This study highlights the importance of breakfast consumption, particularly
among male adolescents, in obesity prevention programs.

This article presents features of a qualitative research study concerning the teaching and
learning of school algebra using a function-based approach in a grade 8 class, of 23
students, in 26 lessons, in a state school of Athens, in the school year 2003-2004. In this
article, we are interested in the inequality concept and our aim is to investigate if and how
our approach could facilitate students to comprehend inequality and to solve problems
related to this concept. Data analysis showed that, in order to comprehend the new
concept, the students should make a transition from equation to inequality. The role of the
situation context proved decisive in this transition and in making sense of involved
symbols.

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Using data from the time diaries of 164 Hellene 3rd and 4th graders interviewed in their
homes in March 2007, individual differences in time-use patterns were investigated. The
participants rested for 9 hours 10 minutes, and spent 57.0%, 21.7%, and 5.0% of their
waking time on school-related activities (attending school, learning languages, doing
homework), leisure activities (such as playing and watching TV), and other activities,
respectively. Pupils from rural areas rested longer; more boys engaged in play and sports;
more girls and more pupils from higher SES families engaged in dance. Overall, the time
spent on school-related activities is higher than the times spent on other activities.
Regarding leisure, girls spent the most time watching TV, while boys spent the most time
watching TV and playing. In line with previous literature, the time schedule of Hellene
pupils is directed towards knowledge acquisition, rather than cognitive or socio-
emotional development.

Students tend to have a poor understanding of the concept of gas pressure. Usually, gas
pressure is taught in terms of the various formulaic gas laws. The development of the
concept of gas pressure according to the early Greeks did not include the concept of a
vacuum. It was not for another 2000 years that Torricelli proposed that a vacuum can
exist and that he was able to produce a vacuum above a column of mercury. However, the
existence of a vacuum continued to be a contentious issue for at least another 100 years.
During this time the behavior of gases was studied by Boyle, Amontons, Gay-Lussac,
Daniel Bernouli, Charles, and Dalton. In the 19th century gas behavior was revisited and
studied from the molecular level through the work of Graham, Maxwell, Boltzmann, and
van der Waal. The stories of conflicting theories and the development of the concept of
gas pressure gives students an increased appreciation for the nature of science and helps
them with conceptual understanding of the concept of gas pressure.

During the 1920s and 1930s, urbanization and industrialization were on the rise in
Greece, following a series of major political, economic and social events. In this context,
the need for design input to industry was identified by manufacturers and policymakers.
This article explores the related educational and professional developments and shows
that the applied arts domain was positioned between, and in a sense suppressed by, fine
arts on the one hand and engineering on the other. Emerging craft and design professions
were stigmatized as being of little social and professional status and design-related
educational initiatives were fragmentary and unpopular. It is argued that the interwar
years constituted for Greece a period of proto-professionalization or otherwise a time of
incomplete formation of the design domain, which undermined the perception and
development of design in the long run.

e We present a case study to evaluate the use of a Wimba Voice Board to support
asynchronous audio discussion. We discuss the learning strategy and pedagogic rationale
when a Voice Board was implemented within an MA module for language learners,
enabling students to create learning objects and facilitating peer-to-peer learning.
Previously students studying the module had communicated using text-based
synchronous and asynchronous discussion only. A common criticism of text-based media
is the lack of non-verbal communication. Audio communication is a richer medium
where use of pitch, tone, emphasis and inflection can increase personalisation and
prevent misinterpretation. Feedback from staff and students on the affordances and
constraints of voice communication are presented. Evaluations show that while there
were several issues with the usability of the Wimba Voice Board, both staff and students
felt the use of voice communication in an online environment had many advantages,
including increased personalisation, motivation, and the opportunity to practice speaking
and listening skills. However, some students were inhibited by feelings of
embarrassment. The case study provides an in-depth study of Voice Boards, which makes
an important contribution to the learning technology literature.

associated with social impairments, there is of course a long standing tradition--reflected
in the very term "autism" from the Greek term for self "autos"--for also considering it as
a disorder of self and self-understanding. With the many contributions to this special
issue, there is a clear recognition of the fact that self-awareness is not an all or nothing
phenomenon, that there are multiple types and that these can be selectively impaired, just
as it is conceded that the various aspects of the self can be experienced. Present
contributors focus on specific deficits related to the interpersonal dimension of self.
Insofar as this dimension is taken to refer to a dimension of self that is constitutively
dependent upon others and to a form of self-experience that is mediated through others,
this is precisely where impairments are to be expected in individuals with ASD. The
impairments might for instance show up in joint attention, in the management of strategic
self-presentations, in the inhibition of emotional expressions, and in the possession and
display of certain self-conscious emotions. But even more importantly is the idea that a
fully developed reflective relationship with oneself presupposes second-person
engagement, and in particular the capacity to understand and adopt the evaluative
perspectives of others on oneself.

enrolled in these schools are racialized, ethnicized and classed within the dominant
discourse of Greek-Cypriot teachers.

e In this PhD we deal with lexical collocations in Modern Greek. Collocation is a widely used
term mostly in the field of applied linguistics, lexicography, computational linguistics and
language acquisition studies. Starting point for our research was the native and non-native
speaker lexical production. Through our research it was found that while the advanced
learner has acquired linguistic competence in Modern Greek, his phraseological/collocational
competence in the language, competence in producing typical word sequences, is not in the
same way developed. The native speaker has not acquired the phraseology of the language.
Acquisition and production of collocations was not our only interest. In this PhD we focus,
following a linguistic perspective, on verbal collocations, verb + noun (object) collocations
such as dino prosoxi (pay attention), 6ino eksetasis (take an exam), perno mja apofasi (make

e The main target of this research was to identify and examine the Social Representations
(S.R.) of Greek teachers who systematically deal with Environmental Education (E.E.). By
applying a qualitative methological approach, we aimed, on the one hand, to approach each
category of teachers’ S.R. within the framework of E.E. and on the other, to shed some light
to possible representation patterns.
