e In this paper is shown through the reflection of ancient and modern philosophers that life depends
on the mental and physical balance of humans. John Dewey in his work with the title, how to
think he goes even further. Specifically, he pointed out the immediate effect, which mind has on
the body and gave his views relating to the problem of education of thought. Dewey’s views put
us in front of the issue which is created when a child has a reduced ability to adapt, which is
usually is reflected on the physical and especially kinetics and perceptual abilities. Dewey argues
that physical movement or slowness is due to mental progress or deficiency. According to Dewey,
mind is the essential source for the use of members of the body and the balance, on which motion
is based. Dewey adopted the Platonic, Aristotelian and Stoic view of the language as a form of
externalization of the thought and he considered that the development of language in the young
child is through the sensory and kinetics schemes, which the child imitates primarily by persons
of family and social environment. In Dewey’s opinion language includes body language, which is
another form of speech and the expression of the thought. Dewey presented his views of language
as a medium of expression and communication not only sound but also bodily and he defined
that the common proposal, the language is an expression of thought, is semi-truth, as long as
this language expresses the thought, but not consciously. Dewey, apart from the language, pointed
out that games and music are another source of communication and cooperation among children,
but also an expression of the psychology and their emotions. Dewey’s views let us understand
how through the older and contemporary philosophical reflection we conceive the causes of the
condition and the manners of the therapy of the disabled children.

e The study aimed to investigate the spelling performance of inflectional and derivational suffixes
by 22 Greek school children (4th-8th grades). The experimental group comprised of 11 children
with dyslexia and compared with a control group of 11 children of typical development. Children
were asked to spell four tasks entailing inflections and derivations in words and pseudowords
delivered via software devised for the purpose of the study. Main results indicated that the exper-
imental group performed significantly lower than the control group on the total of spelling tasks.
More importantly, the effects of phonological transparency and letter length of derivational suf-
fixes affected both groups, but they were stronger for dyslexic students, while the word frequency
effect was equal for both groups. These results are compatible with the experimental literature
and have important implications for designing adequate assessments of orthography for children
with dyslexia and learning disabilities.

e In this paper we present an implementation of the cooperative jigsaw method for teaching sound
phenomena. Fourteen primary student teachers participating in the research were divided into four
“expert groups” since the topic of sound phenomena is divided into four subtopics: production,
propagation, reflection and absorption of sound waves. The “expert groups” broke apart, and
the students moved into “home groups” consisting of members from the other “expert groups”.
Within the “home groups” each student presents to the schoolmates her or his specific subtopic.

e The aim of schooling is not only to cultivate the cognitive abilities and the socialization of pupils,
but also to enhance their personal characteristics which determine the pupils’ behaviour and their
attitude in life.

e The aim of the present study was to examine (a) the link between self-efficacy and academic
achievement and (b) gender differences in self-efficacy, in a sample of adolescent pupils. Three
hundred and five pupils (141 boys and 164 girls) (mean age = 13.9 years, s.d. = 0.81) responded
to one questionnaire assessing their general self-efficacy and certain components of self-efficacy
such as academic, emotional and social.

e In the research tradition of self-regulation most of the empirical data have been based on
self-reported regulatory skills, which do not necessarily reflect the actual level of students’ self-
regulatory efficiency. The aim of the present study was to examine the psychometric properties
of the Self-Regulation and Concentration Test for Children (SRTC, Kuhl & Kraska, 1992, 1993), a
behavioral computerized test for measuring self-regulatory skills, in a sample of Greek students. A
total of 88 fourth grade girls (N = 44) and boys (N = 44) participated in the study from three Greek
state primary schools.

e Transition from elementary to middle school is a very important milestone to student’s life. A
mixture of challenges and threats in the academic and social context is envolved. Data from studies
that examined transition have suggested that a general motivational fac-tor, among others (like
anxiety, academic achievement etc.), affects transition (Tilleczek /& Ferguson, 2007 for an extended
review of selected literature). The aim of the present study was to examine the relationship between
specific motivational constructs, like intrinsic and extrinsic motivation, self-efficacy and test anxiety
from one side, and academic and social challenges and threats in the other, as perceived dimensions
of transition. Two hundred and thirty sixth-graders from elementary schools of greek cities (in
Attica, Thessaloniki and Karditsa) took part in the study.

e Until recently, the majority of the research projects on child development focused on the maternal
role leaving aside the role of the father. However resent data revealed that the involvement of
fathers in the care and upbringing of their children, affects positively many aspects of the child’s
development, while the absence of the father has various negative effects. In Greece there are very
few research data available on the effects of paternal absence on self conception, self esteem and
anxiety in children. Thus, we decided to investigate the self concept, self esteem and anxiety of
children growing up with and without their father at home. The ages of 11 and 12 years old,
were selected, because it’s the beginning of adolescence, during which both self concept and self
esteem change and as a result anxiety levels are affected. Additionally, the cognitive development
of children at this age group helps them to perceive and understand all family dynamics. The
study included 194 children from different schools in Crete (98 girls and 96 boys). 109 of them
lived with both parents and 85 lived with their mother only since the parents were divorced. The
psychometric instruments used were: a) “Self Perception Profile for Children” (Harter, 1985) in
order to measure the self concept and the self esteem and b) the "State - Trait Anxiety Inventory”
(Spielberger, 1970) was used in order to measure children’s anxiety level. The data analysis revealed
that children growing up together with their fathers exhibited significantly higher scores in certain
dimensions of their self-concept when compared with children whose father was absent from home.
The differences found in the levels of self esteem were not found to be statistically significant. Also
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the present study revealed that children who did not live in the same house with their fathers,
recorded higher levels of anxiety than children who lived with both parents.

e A growing body of findings underlines the critical role of the early environment in normal growth
and development. Human studies suggest that severe stress during childhood increases vulnera-
bility to development of affective psychopathology in adulthood. Neonatal maternal separation in
rodents (rats or mice) is an established model of early stress for studying the neuroendocrine and
behavioral effects of early adversity. The article reviews the existing evidence regarding the effects
of this postnatal manipulation on the neuroendocrine response to stress and on emotion-relevant
behaviors, and attempts to explain the existing inconsistencies seen in the results. Although the
prevailing idea is that maternal separation augments emotionality and potentiates the endocrine
response to stress, methodological differences among studies prevent us from making definite con-
clusions. Further studies in which parameters related to neuroendocrine function, behavior, and
neuronal plasticity will be concurrently examined are warranted. In addition, the need to investi-
gate whether early stress may increase vulnerability to subsequent challenges during the postnatal
period is discussed.

e Although shared neuropsychological characteristics between dyslexia and autistic spectrum dis-
order have been identified, no comparisons at anatomical brain level have been reported. In this
study, we examined global and regional grey and white matter changes in adults with dyslexia
and patients with Asperger syndrome (AS) in comparison to healthy controls, using voxel-based-
morphometry. Results revealed higher levels of global grey matter volume in the Asperger syn-
drome group in comparison to normal controls but not dyslexia.

e The following article presents the theoretical background, methods and evaluation results of a
practice research project. The project “Avoiding exclusion by reinforcing prevention - Promotion
of mental health in early childhood institutions (ECI) in deprived areas”, financed by the German
Ministry for Education and Research (BMBF 2008 - 2010) takes a holistic and multidimensional
approach by including professionals, children, parents and networks of early childhood institutions.
The project is based on the intervention programme “Empowering Children!” (Z{K]J, 2005 - 2007,
Roénnau, Kraus-Gruner, & Engel, 2008) and addresses ECI situated in areas with a high level
of diversity (e.g., high percentage of immigrant families, high poverty levels, etc.). The project’s
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goal is to empower these institutions to develop as target-group-oriented centres for mental health
promotion from the resilience perspective. A person-centred approach formed an essential part of
the project. The results of the evaluation show positive effects on self-esteem, behavioural-stability
and cognitive development of children who participated in the project (intervention group), in
contrast to those identified in a comparison group. The project shows in which way the concept
of resilience and the person-centred view fit together and which relevant connections arise from
this.

e Students involved in bullying incidents at school adopt a specific status type (bully, victim, bully-
victim, not-involved). This paper attempts to present an analytic picture of these four status types
using a large, representative sample of n = 3869 of the Greek student population from primary
and secondary schools. Results indicate that almost half of the participating students at both school
levels were classified as bullies, victims, or bully-victims. Significant differences were noted among
the four status types and across school levels in terms of individual, school-related, and bullying-
related characteristics. The phenomenon appears to get worse in secondary school. Implications
for practice are also discussed.

e Among a multitude of teacher-related issues, teacher education is one of ever growing
importance. In this paper we present the results of the first part of an ongoing research
project on teacher education, taking place at the University of Athens. We focus on the
first stage of the Practicum (observing, analysing and understanding the context of edu-
cational action), considering it important for the students to be introduced to reflective
approach of the educational practice. In order to illuminate the context of the research,
we present the status of teacher education in Greece, and the stages and content of stu-
dent teachers’ education in the Faculty of Early Childhood Education in the University
of Athens, particularly the way their Practicum is organised. In this paper, we present
the first part of a study, in which we investigate our students’ expectations at every stage
of their Practicum and their perception and evaluation of their initial contact with the
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Kindergarten classroom. Our approach registers in an actual debate on teacher educa-
tion, that views practice, together with theory, as a tool of student teachers’ professional
development.

e Objective To investigate the association between physical activity and exercise-induced
bronchoconstriction (EIB) in an urban population sample of schoolchildren, taking into
account potential confounders such as asthma symptoms and overweight. Methods Chil-
dren aged 1012 years answered validated questionnaires on physical activity (Physical
Activity and Lifestyle Questionnaire) and asthma symptoms (ISAAC questionnaire), and
were categorized according to their body mass index (BMI). EIB (FEV1 decrease from
baseline =13%) was assessed by a standardized free running Exercise Challenge Test
(ECT). Results Six hundred seven children completed the ECT. There were no differences
among asthma groups (diagnosed asthma, asthma-related symptoms not diagnosed as
asthma, no asthma-related symptoms) regarding total daily energy expenditure and time
spent in mild (1.12.9 metabolic equivalentsMETs), moderate (36 METs), and vigorous
(\textgreater6 METSs) activities. Only overweight/obese EIB-positive children had shorter
duration of vigorous activity as compared to their EIB-negative or non-overweight/obese
EIB-positive peers. Total daily energy expenditure and duration of mild- and moderate-
intensity activity were negatively associated with EIB independently of BMI status or
asthma-related symptoms. Conclusions Decreased levels of physical activity are associated
with EIB irrespectively of BMI status and asthma-related symptoms. Longitudinal studies
are needed to confirm the negative impact of sedentary lifestyle on the development of
EIB suggested by these findings.

Antoniapou, E.; BiBou-Nakou, I., «Teachers’ professional role in children’s social
relations: Outcome of a personal and social education programme in Greek schools»,
Advances in School Mental Health Promotion, 5/2 (2012), oo. 139-156.

e This paper focuses on primary school teachers’ reflections on their professional role
in relation to the implementation of a school-based mental health education programme
concerning children’s social relations. Data from 14 focus group discussions were analysed
using the discourse analysis method. The results indicate that teachers deal with two major
ideological dilemmas in their discourses: the adoption of a caring versus academic role and
the regulation of children’s relations versus fostering their independence. The findings
are discussed in relation to how childhood has been constructed in teachers’ discourse
and children’s status in society.

ARAVANI, EVAGELIA, «The role of teaching poetry in developing literacy in Greek pri-
mary school: A case study», Australasian Journal of Early Childhood, 37/4 (2012), oo. 51-
58.

e The purpose of this case study is to examine the ways in which the systematic teaching of
poetry reading at Greek primary school enhances children’s interest in reading and helps
develop their oral skills by enriching their vocabulary and creative thinking. The present
poetry project was implemented at a Greek public kindergarten in Rethymno, Crete in the
school year 2010-2011. The sample consisted of 22 children (12 boys and 10 girls) aged
five to six years. The teaching instruction design was based on Rosenblatt’s Transactional
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theory. The data were collected through (1) an observation checklist, (2) an observation
diary, (3) post-course interviews with the children, and (4) a post-course interview with
the teacher of the class. The findings indicated that: (a) small children described the poetry
program as the most enjoyable part of language arts, (b) children’s reading engagement
and motivation were increased and (c) through the poetry program children developed
better literary and reading skills.

ARCHAKIS, ARGIRIS, «Doing indiscipline in narrative performances How Greek students
present themselves disobeying their teachers», Narrative Inquiry, 22/2 (2012), oo. 287-
306.

e The present paper concentrates on the narrative management of the teacher-student
relationship. Focusing on students’ identities, the present study draws upon the social
constructionism paradigm, thus considering identities as social constructs via discourse.
The analysis of representative narrative extracts shows how students construct themselves
as powerful enough to challenge teachers’ authority which is expressed in the Initiation-
Response-Feedback structure. Their resistance is indicative of their will to free themselves
from their teachers’ expectations, even if this can only take place during their conversations
with their peers. In this context, narratives allow them to achieve interactional goals which
may not always be fulfilled in class.

ARKo, A., «Basil the great’s ad adolescentes in the context of the attude of church
fathers towards ancient culture and school system [Bazilij véliki - Ad adolescentes v
kontekstu odnosa cerkvenih ocetov do anténe kulture in Solstva]», Bogoslovni Vestnik,
72/2 (2012), oo.

e The paper deals with Basil the Great’s writing Ad adolescentes that is considered a
mature assessment of ancient culture by Christian authors. In the form of instructions
to young Christians attending an ancient, pagan school based on Greek classics, Basil
presents the results of reflection on the relationship between religion and culture in the
first centuries of Christianity. He speaks in a positive manner about the striving for virtue
and the consistency in life of some Greek heroes, at the same time warning that pagan
morals are just a preparation for the morals of the Gospel, which are oriented towards
the contemplation of God, divinization and salvation. Therefore students require critical
faculty, maturity and power of discernment so that they may not depart from the true
meaning - eternal life.

ATtHANAsIOU, KyRiAcos; KAaTAKos, EFsTRATIOS; PAPADOPOULOU, PENELOPE, «Concep-
tual ecology of evolution acceptance among Greek education students: the contribution
of knowledge increase», Journal of Biological Education, 46/4 (2012), oo. 234-241.

e In this study, we explored the factors related to acceptance of evolutionary theory among
students/preservice preschool education teachers using conceptual ecology for biological
evolution as a theoretical frame. We aimed to examine the acceptance and understanding
of evolutionary theory and also the relationship of acceptance and understanding of the
nature of science, thinking dispositions and religiosity as independent variables. We also
studied the influence of teaching on the conceptual ecology of evolution acceptance. A
class of 320 future teachers was surveyed using two questionnaires. According to our
findings, students’ understanding of evolutionary theory is positively correlated with a
moderate acceptance of evolutionary theory. We found a weak positive correlation be-
tween the understanding of the nature of science and acceptance of evolution theory, and
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a positive correlation between open-minded thinking dispositions and evolution theory
acceptance. The strength and the patterns of these correlations are miscellaneous and are
examined carefully in this paper. We also found that systematic teaching may have a sig-
nificant influence on evolution theory acceptance. Our findings stress the differences that
exist between societies and how socio-cultural factors such as type of religion influence
acceptance of evolution and have a strong influence on evolution education.

effectiveness levels of greek primar y school. The questions posed were related to: a) school
plan for effectiveness, b) teacher behavior. The research methodology was organized by:
a) literature review and b) field research. Research results showed that there is a direct
dependence of ensuring the quality and effectiveness of a school with the: a) school plan
for effectiveness, b) teacher behavior. There is scope for improvement of the provided
pedagogical and teaching work, as seen from the results of our research.

e Examining a large number of texts published by classical scholars and schoolmen (teachers
and headmasters) during the first forty years following the birth of Italy as a unified
country (1861), the article gives an overview of the themes therein discussed regarding
several aspects of the classical education (Latin and Greek) in Italian ginnasi and licei
reformed by the Piedmontese legge Casati of 1859, the year in which a new ginnasio-
liceo was established according to Prussian, and Austrian, model. Particularly relevant
are longstanding polemics about Greek as a compulsory subject in the curriculum, and
everlasting controversies about the ’Germanizing’, stricdy philological approach in classical
studies as taught in schools and universities after the unification of Italy. In general, it
is important to stress the connection between classical education at schools and classical
scholarship at universities, both strongly influenced by the ’German model’, and by the
desire to reject the Counterreformation tradition of classical studies as embodied for three
centuries especially by Jesuit teaching institutions of middle and higher education.

BENINcAsA, L., «Teaching lessons in exclusion: Researchers’ assumptions and the ide-
ology of normality», International Journal of Qualitative Studies in Education, 25/8 (2012),
oo. 1087-1106.

e [Filling in a research questionnaire means coming into contact with the researchers’
assumptions. In this sense filling in a questionnaire may be described as a learning sit-
uation. In this paper I carry out discourse analysis of selected questionnaire items from
a number of studies, in order to highlight underlying values and assumptions, and their
ideological import. These studies all attempted to investigate attitudes that Greek pupils
show towards fellow-pupils defined as ’different’. The survey questions are organized in
terms of types of diversity, and the data is interpreted through the concept of exclusion
and the ideology of normality. I argue that a number of items in the questionnaires em-
body assumptions likely to encourage attitudes and practices potentially leading to the
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marginalization of children defined as ’different’. Finally I suggest alternative approaches
to researching pupils’ attitudes and point out implications for research training.

BRrinia, V., «<Men vs women; educational leadership in primary schools in Greece: An
empirical study», International Journal of Educational Management, 26/2 (2012), oo. 175-
191.

e Purpose: This paper aims to present some of the persistent gender issues that cause
inequities in teachers’ professional development and keep women away from reaching
higher levels of educational administration, although they are the majority of teaching
personnel. The interest seeks to focus on the under-representation of female teachers in
leadership positions and to argue on the barriers which stall female advancement and
exclude women from the main “leadership pipeline”. The basic rationale is that women’s
role is crucial in order to face the new demands of school in a dramatically changing
society carrying out a different style of leadership. Design/methodology/approach: The
original study, conducted in 2009, examined in depth the professional experiences of 20
male and 20 female primary principals from schools located in different districts of the
Greek continent. Open-ended and semi-structured interviews were used to guide the orig-
inal research. Similar to Skrla’s study, all participants were provided with opportunities
to reflect on their experiences as primary school leaders and questions where they talk
openly about them. Two research instruments were designed to examine the leadership
attitudes of both women and men primary school principals. The first was a demographic
questionnaire. The second method of investigation was an in-depth interview with a
smaller group selected on the basis of their responses to the questionnaire. In the inter-
views participants were asked 14 questions concerning the above central themes and a
further set of questions that appertained specifically to their role both at home and at
school. The interviews were subsequently transcribed and analyzed according to Giorgi’s
method. Findings: The literature points to a great number of factors which may influence
women to remain in the classroom situation rather than seek promotion but few of these
were reported in the data as being of powerful influence. However, several factors were
identified as being very important to women: women usually became teachers because
they liked working with children and to lose contact with this group was seen as a strong
disincentive to seeking promotion; many women are very attracted to the social aspects
of their work and would not choose to place themselves in a work situation where they
would be unhappy; women’s promotional chances are usually diminished by three main
extrinsic factors: many have a break in service and may experience difficulty in gaining
re-entry, many women work either part-time or have difficulty in gaining scale post status
and as a result do not have the necessary experience to gain promotion, and family com-
mitments sometimes make it difficult, and supply teachers are not generally eligible for
this training. Furthermore, subordinates tend to view females in senior positions as emo-
tional, sensitive and indecisive when they are facing difficult situations, and finally, women
still face stereotypes concerning their management abilities, with the most important being
the imposition of themselves. Originality/value: The present paper reviews literature on
gender and leadership and recent quantitative data presenting the proportion of women
and men holding leadership positions in primary education in Greece.

Brug, J. et al., «Differences in weight status and energy-balance related behaviors
among schoolchildren across Europe: the ENERGY-project.», PloS one, 7/4 (2012),
e34742.

e Current data on the prevalence of overweight and energy-balance behaviors among Euro-
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pean children is necessary to inform overweight prevention interventions. A school-based
survey among 10-12 year old children was conducted in seven European countries using
a standardized protocol. Weight, height, and waist circumference were measured; En-
gagement in physical activity, sedentary and dietary behaviors, and sleep duration were
self-reported. Descriptive analyses were conducted, looking at differences according to
country, gender, and parental education. 7234 children (52% girls; 11.6 + 0.7 years) par-
ticipated. 25.8% and 5.4% of boys, and 21.8% and 4.1% of girls were overweight (includ-
ing obese) and obese (according to International Obesity Task Force criteria), respectively.
Higher prevalence of overweight/obesity was observed in Greece, Hungary, Slovenia and
Spain than in Belgium, Netherlands and Norway. Large differences between countries
were found in intakes of sugar-sweetened beverages, breakfast, active transport, TV and
computer time. More favorable overweight status and behavior patterns were found in
girls than boys and in children of higher educated parents than in children of lower edu-
cated parents. High levels and striking differences in overweight status and potential risk
behaviors were found among schoolchildren across Europe.

Burrin, S.; KouTtsoGiannis, D., «New literacies as multiply placed practices: Expand-
ing perspectives on young people’s literacies across home and school», Language and

Education, 26/4 (2012), oo. 331-346.

e The home-school mismatch hypothesis has played an important part in sociocultural
studies of literacy and schooling since the 1970s. In this paper, we explore how this
now classic literacy thesis has developed a new life in studies of digital media and elec-
tronic communications with regards to young people and schools, what we call the new
home-school mismatch hypothesis or new literacy thesis. We report on two studies, one
conducted in Australia and the other in Greece, that worked with 14-16-year-old young
people to explore the relationships between their use of digital media in- and out-of-
school. Our analysis suggests that the relationship between literacy and digital media use
in and outside of school is more complex than is often presented in media commentary
and in research and points to the need for more careful consideration of the relationship
between school and out-of-school practice and knowledge.

CHALIKIAS, M.S., «The selection of high school teachers in greek public schools. An
application of generalised linear models», Applied Mathematical Sciences, 6/61-64 (2012),
oo. 3025-3035.

e Since 1998 the ASEP examination for the teachers of high schools, has been taking place in
Greece. This paper analyzes the exam results of information technology teacher candidates
for the ASEP examination in 2004. The candidates were examined in three subjects:
Information technology Methodology and Pedagogy. Highest score for each subject is 100.
In the final result, Bachelor’s GPA, postgraduate studies and work experience in public
schools add some increments to the _nal grade. The data refer to the 2554 candidates
and generalized linear models were used for the analysis. Interesting conclusions can be
deducted. Factors like gender, teaching experience, postgraduate studies are correlated
with the results of the exams.

CuarzorouLou, M. et al., «Exploration of the effectiveness of an educational programme
for nurses on nursing care documentation», Nosileftiki, 51/4 (2012), oo. 396-408.

e Background: Nursing care documentation is an integral and important aspect of nurs-
ing practice. In Greek clinical settings, the nursing process is not practised, despite being
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proposed as a basis for documentation by many scientific and political organizations. A
major barrier to its implementation is the inadequate educational preparation of nurses.
Improvement in education constitutes a major factor in the improvement of knowledge,
attitude and skills. Aim: Exploration of the effectiveness of an educational programme
on documentation of nursing care for clinical nurses in nursing specialty programmes.
Method: Prospective, comparative, quasi-experimental, pre- and post-test study. An ed-
ucational programme on documentation was developed and implemented for nurses at-
tending medical and surgical specialty training during the academic year 2008-2009. The
programme duration was 18 hours, divided into six sections following the stages of nurs-
ing process (2-hour theory and 1-hour workshop). The competence of the participants
was evaluated with a questionnaire developed for the purposes of the study, consisting of:
(a) demographic and educational characteristics, (b) 22 items evaluating the attitude of
the participants towards documentation according to nursing process, and (c¢) 16 closed
knowledge questions. The questionnaire was administered at the beginning and the end
of the educational programme. Parametric and non-parametric tests were applied for data
analysis and the cut-off level for statistical significance was taken at p\textless0.05. Re-
sults: The study sample consisted of 110 registered nurses attending medical and surgical
specialty training programmes in Athens and Thessaloniki. Most of the trainees were
women (n=95, 88.8% ), mean age 37.35+4.42 years, married (n=78, 70.9% ) with two
children (n=49, 44.55% ). The time since their graduation was 14.07+4.96 years and their
duration of professional experience was 13.89+4.73 years. After the training programme,
nurses reported that their knowledge on how to apply the nursing process in the docu-
mentation of nursing care increased significantly [Z= -5.75, p(Wﬂcoxon)\textless0.001].
Improvement was demonstrated in the nurses’ answers on the knowledge questions (right
or wrong and correspondence) [p(Wilcoxon)\textless0.001] and their attitudes towards
nursing documentation [p(Wilcoxon)\textless0.001]. No demographic or educational fea-
ture was found to correlate with the overall improvement of knowledge or attitude. Con-
clusions: A significant effect was demonstrated of an educational programme on nursing
documentation addressed at registered nurses. Such a programme with further evaluation
and improvement could be the basis for continuing education, along with evaluation of
its effectiveness in the therapeutic outcome of patients in nursing care in clinical practice.

CuoLeEvas, N.K.; Loucaipes, C.A., «Factors that facilitate and barriers towards the
implementation of health educational programmes in primary education schools of
the prefecture of Achaia, Greece», Health Education Journal, 71/3 (2012), co.

e Aim: The purpose of this study was to explore the factors that facilitate and barriers to-
wards the implementation of health education programmes in primary education schools
of the prefecture of Achaia, Greece.Methods: The sample of the study included 141 ed-
ucators from a total population of 218 educators who dealt with the implementation of
health education programmes in Achaia prefecture during the school period of 2009-2010.
The survey method was used to collect data by means of an anonymous questionnaire.
Furthermore, at the beginning of the research process a semi-structured interview was
carried out with four teachers to help in the development of the questionnaire items.
Two factor analyses were conducted: one for the factors that facilitate and one for the
barriers towards the implementation of health education programmes.Results: Findings
indicated that the most significant factor that facilitates the implementation of innovative
health education programmes is 'Knowledge and skills of the Health Education Officer
and the teachers’, which refers to the scientific knowledge, organizational skills, initiatives
and the communicative skills of the Health Education Officer as well as to the teachers’
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autonomy to select appropriate teaching methods and educational materials. On the other
hand, the most important barrier in implementing health education programmes is ’Lim-
ited experience and attitudes of teachers’, which refers to limited teaching experience in
health education issues, as well as to professional burnout and the negative attitudes to-
wards these innovative programmes.Conclusions: The Health Education Officer plays an
important role in programme coordination by supporting, counselling, giving feedback
and providing training/educational materials to teachers.

CHRr1sSTODOULIDES, E. et al., «Differences in social skills of cypriot students in the
physical education class», Journal of Physical Education and Sport, 12/3 (2012), oo. 371-
380.

e Social skills are of vital importance in successful living. Acquisition and performance
of social skills in education may rely on several factors. The main aim of this study
was to identify the possible influence of age and gender on Greek Cypriot students’ social
skills (Cacquaintance’, ‘responsibility’, reward’, "help’, goals’) and total social skills score,
in physical education. A secondary aim was to examine whether ethnicity differentiates
students’ perceptions of their social skills. Four hundred and fifty one students (N =
451) from eight randomly selected schools in Nicosia participated. Four hundred and
thirty one of them (n=431) were Greek Cypriot students, from upper elementary (n =
202, Mage = 11.24, SDage = 0.41) and high school (n = 229, Mage = 13.1, SDage = 0.45)
while the remaining twenty (n=20) were their foreign classmates. Students completed the
Student’s Behaviours’ Self-Evaluation Scale (Vernadakis, Kellis, Albanidis, Derri, & amp;
Kourtesses, 2010). With regard to the first purpose of the study, Manova 2 (age group)
X 2 (gender) revealed significant differences between high school Greek Cypriot boys and
girls in ’acquaintance’, 'reward’, ’goals’, and in total social skills score as well, in favor
of girls. Also, older boys exhibited significantly lower perceptions of 'reward’ and ’goals’,
and lower total social skills score than younger boys, while older girls outperformed
the younger in ’acquaintance’. On average, female students displayed higher scores on
’help’ and ’responsibility’ than their male peers. The comparison between foreign and
Greek Cypriot students (a similar group, randomly selected of the corresponding sample),
showed that the former outperformed the latter only in "acquaintance’. The results suggest
that students’ perceptions vary according to age, gender, and ethnicity. Understanding the
effect of these factors is considered imperative to designing and implementing the physical
education lesson to address social skills enhancement and facilitate student development.

e In this article, our aim is to put forward a sociological analysis of the educational policy
on health education in Greece. Drawing on the Foucauldian notion of self-techniques, this
article highlights how moral subjects are formed within the Discourse of Health Educa-
tion. Analyzing all the health education texts that the Ministry of Education addresses to
pupas and teachers in secondary education, we try (i) to explore all the main statements
that compose the semantic space of health education within which such terms as ‘commu-
nicative competence’,’Life-skills’ or ‘active listening’ take on their meaning and delimit
the ways in which teacher and pupils are to view each other and (ii) to capture the ways
through which these statements not only represent the moral claims of health education
but also entail a set of techniques the adolescents are called to implement in order to
become health-conscious and to avoid unhealthy behaviors. Finally, we show how these
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self-techniques become relevant in relation to the ritual rules of the experiential education
within which adolescents are called to adopt healthy lifestyles.

ConsTANTINIDOU, FoF1; CHRISTODOULOU, MARIANNA; PROKOPIOU, JULIANA, «The Ef-
fects of Age and Education on Executive Functioning and Oral Naming Performance
in Greek Cypriot Adults: The Neurocognitive Study for the Aging», Folia Phoniatrica
et Logopaedica, 64/4 (2012), oo. 187-198.

e Background/Aims: Age, educational experiences, language and culture can affect linguistic-
cognitive performance. This is the first systematic study investigating linguistic-cognitive
aging in Greek Cypriot adults focusing on executive functioning (EF) and oral naming
performance. Method: Three hundred and fifty-nine participants were included, a group
of young-old, aged 60-75 years (n = 231), and a group of old-old participants, aged 76
years and older (n = 128). Participants in each age group were divided into three edu-
cation groups: 0-4 years (n = 50), 5-9 years (n = 198), and 10 years of education and
higher (n = 111). Participants were administered 5 measures of EF along with measures
of receptive vocabulary and confrontational naming. Results: There was a significant re-
lationship between the EF composite score and all language measures. MANOVA (alpha
= 0.05) indicated significant age and education effects on most measures of EF and lan-
guage. Performance on receptive vocabulary and cognitive shift remained stable across age
groups, but was mediated by education. Conclusion: Education plays a significant role on
all measures requiring semantic organization, speed of information processing, cognitive
shift, mental flexibility, receptive vocabulary and confrontational naming. Furthermore,
strategic thinking has a role in semantic knowledge, word retrieval and semantic access
in healthy aging. We conclude with clinical implications and assessment considerations
in aphasia.

e In this article, the issues concerning the education of ancient artists from the early archaic
period until the early Hellenistic times are addressed. The whole corpus of passages of
ancient authors concerning this topic is cited and discussed as well as the influence of
philosophical ideas and of the mentality of different periods upon the training and learning
of artists. Thus the history of this subject from the 8th c. BC until the early 3rd c. BC is
attempted as far as it is allowed by the available surviving evidence.

Cotsaxkis, S.; Loumos, V.; Kavaras, E., «Determinants of wiki diffusion in the greek
education system», Technics Technologies Education Management, 7/1 (2012), oo. 21-27.

e The present study investigates the determinants of wiki diffusion in education. The model
presented in this work examines four facilitators and one inhibitor of wiki diffusion among
Greek high school students. The sample population of the research was chosen randomly
from three schools of the Greek prefecture of Eastern Macedonia. Factor analysis and mul-
tiple linear regression analysis were conducted to examine whether, and to what extent,
wiki diffusion is affected by factors such as relative advantage, compatibility, complexity,
student personal interests and professor motivation. The analysis revealed that the most
significant determinant of wiki diffusion is the personal interest of the student for infor-
mation search. On the other hand, as supported by the literature, complexity was proved
to be an inhibitor of wiki expansion in education. Professor motivation, relative advantage
and compatibility can also encourage wiki diffusion, though in a smaller scale.

e The purpose of the study was to investigate whether teachers’ knowledge of student as-
sessment was influenced by their gender and if it was related to their teaching experience
(years in education). One hundred and twenty six physical education teachers (n=126)
who teach in different Greek public elementary schools, participated. Their teaching ex-
perience ranged from one to 24 years (M=10.45, SD=5.9). Participants’ knowledge of
student assessment was assessed via a multiple choice questionnaire. Independent sam-
ples t-test and Spearman rank order correlation were conducted in order to explore the
impact of gender on teachers’ knowledge and the relation between the latter and teaching
experience, respectively. Descriptive statistics showed deficiencies in teachers’ knowledge.
Results indicated that females presented higher knowledge scores than males, although
marginally non-significant. Marginally non-significant was also the negative correlation
between teaching experience and teachers’ knowledge. It seems that gender and teaching
experience play a role on teachers’ knowledge of student assessment, as measured in the
present research, in favor of the females and the teachers with less teaching experience.
These findings could be taken into consideration for further research as well as for teacher
training on student assessment.

e The purpose of this article is two-fold. First, it discusses the importance of sports medicine
as a human science which, through joint collaboration with education, can contribute to
the spread of Olympic values in contemporary society, in accordance with rules and norms
of medical care and those regulating the organization of sports activities. Through the use
of bibliographic resources and a historic-hermeneutic methodology, the discussion will
conclude that the birth of medicine in ancient Greece constituted a knowledge of sports
centered on the therapeia of the body and mind of the athlete. As such, it represented
a type of sophi’a that embodied a public ethics and a professional deontology, thus in-
corporating a pedagogical aspect. Hence, scholars can find the potential for translating
into concrete actions the fundamental values of Olympic education. Second, the article
examines the metaphysical aspect of legal rules. This basis ensures the functioning of
rules as a stabilizing element in relationships between individuals. In this perspective, the
boundary is drawn between legal and other types of rules. This theme will be developed
as it concerns the ethics of legal rules and sports rules.

Greek Higher Education Female Students and Predictors of Vaccine Uptake», Vaccine,
30/49 (2012), oo. 6967-6970.

e One of the biggest public health measures to prevent {HPV} infection, and consequently,
cervical cancer, is the {HPV} vaccine. Greece introduced {HPV} vaccines to its National
Vaccination Program in 2008. The aims of this study were to estimate {HPV} vaccination
coverage among female Greek students in higher education and to identify uptake predic-
tors. We conducted a cross-sectional study. Data was collected through a self-completed
questionnaire. The sample size included 3153 women with an 87% participation rate.
Overall 25.8% of students reported they had received three doses of the {HPV} vaccine.
Positive predictors of vaccine uptake were: younger age, higher educational level (own
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and parents), ever previous visit(s) to the gynecologist, always use of condoms, not smok-
ers, not being in a stable relationship and easy access to Health Care Services. Vaccine
compliance was unacceptably low despite the fact that the vaccination is free-of-charge.
Interventions on college campuses should stress vaccination as a normative behavior.

e The literature on research carried out in the field and parents’ and teachers’ declarations
all point in the same direction: good collaboration between home and school is useful to
the child-student for his education and learning. Despite this, parent-teacher relationships
in Europe (and elsewhere), from Spain to Sweden, from Ireland to Greece, and from Italy
to the Czech Republic, represent an unresolved issue. This is a complex relationship that
calls into play various social spheres: macro (social), intermediary (institutional) and micro
(relational); in fact, there are as many diverse realities as there are schools. In Europe,
the relationship between individual behaviours (parents vs. teachers), social orientations
(neoliberalism) and institutional frameworks (school markets) appears significant: scarce
parental participation, lack of adequate forms of home-school communications, and the
need to make investments in parent and teacher training. Nevertheless, family and school
are called on to create a dialogue in order to contribute to the processes of training new
generations. They both need each other in order to carry out that task in the best way.
This paper presents and discusses the results of a theoretical analysis conducted on the
basis of the international literature concerning research on the school-family relationship,
with particular attention on the situation of different European countries, and concludes
with suggestions for some practical improvements.

Economou, M. et al., «Fighting psychiatric stigma in the classroom: The impact of an
educational intervention on secondary school students’ attitudes to schizophreniax,
International Journal of Social Psychiatry, 58/5 (2012), oo. 544-551.

e Background: Adolescents constitute an appealing target group for fighting stigma and
discrimination surrounding mental illness, since it is during this developmental period
that adult attitudes about mental illness are formed and consolidated. Aim: The aim of the
present study was twofold, to explore adolescents beliefs and attitudes to schizophrenia
and to evaluate the effectiveness of an anti-stigma intervention in altering them. Meth-
ods: A total of 616 high school students participated in the study, divided into a control
condition and an antistigma intervention group. Data were collected at three time points:
before the intervention, upon its completion and at a 12-month follow-up. Results: Base-
line measurements indicated that students espoused certain stereotypical beliefs about
patients with schizophrenia and were reluctant to interact with them on some occasions.
Upon completion of the intervention, positive changes were recorded in students beliefs,
attitudes and desired social distance; however, only the changes in beliefs and attitudes
were maintained after one year. onclusion: For anti-stigma interventions to be effective,
they should be continuously delivered to students throughout the school years and allow
for an interaction between students and patients. Health promotion programmes might
be an appropriate context for incorporating such interventions.

ErsTrRATOPOULOU, M.; JANSSEN, R.; SiMONSs, ]., «Agreement among physical educa-
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tors, teachers and parents on children’s behaviors: A multitrait-multimethod design
approach», Research in Developmental Disabilities, 33/5 (2012), oo. 1343-1351.

e The study examines the agreement among raters on children’s problematic behaviors. A
multitrait-multimethod (MTMM) matrix was applied to a normative sample of elementary
school-aged children (N= 841). The participants were rated by their physical educators,
using the Motor Behavior Checklist for children (MBC; Efstratopoulou, Janssen, & Si-
mons, 2012). Teachers and parents rated the same students using the Teacher Report
Form (TRF; Achenbach, 1991b), the Child Behavior Checklist (CBCL; Achenbach, 1991a)
and the ADHD Rating Scale-IV (DuPaul, Power, Anastopoulos, & Reid, 1998). The re-
sulting matrix revealed significant correlations for the Rules Breaking, Lack of Attention,
Hyperactivity/Impulsivity, Lack of Social interaction problem scale and for the Internaliz-
ing, Externalizing and Total scores. Convergent validity of the specific MBC subscales was
supported by significant correlations with the corresponding subscales of TRF, CBCL and
ADHD Rating Scale-1V. Findings underscore the importance of taking child’s settings and
observer influences into account and suggest that MBC is a new promising instrument
that can provide valid ratings on externalizing behavior and social problems in children
when used by physical educators in school settings.

EmmanouiLipou, K. et al., «Comparison between synchronous and asynchronous in-
structional delivery method of training programme on in-service physical educators’
knowledge», Turkish Online Journal of Distance Education, 13/4 (2012), oo. 193-208.

e The purpose of the study was to compare the influences of a training programme’s in-
structional delivery method (synchronous and asynchronous) on Greek in-service physical
educators’ cognitive understanding on student assessment. Forty nine participants were
randomly divided into synchronous, asynchronous, and control group. The experimental
groups participated in the same training programme with different online instructional
method. The control group received no intervention. A 17-item questionnaire was com-
pleted before and after programme implementation by the entire sample. A two-way
analysis of variance with repeated measures on the last factor was used for data analysis.
The methods x measures interaction effect were significant. Both experimental groups,
unlike the control, presented a similar significant increase in their understanding. Conclu-
sively, synchronous and asynchronous instructional approaches of a training programme
enhance equally Greek physical educators’ cognitive understanding.

FERNANDEZ-CANO, ANTONIO et al., <A Narrative Review of Greek Myths as Interpreta-

tive Metaphors in Educational Research and Evaluation», Educational Research Review,
7/3 (2012), oo. 238-248.

e This paper reviews a series of Greek myths put forward as cultural narratives that could
be used as metaphors or interpretative similes for explanatory and evaluative purposes in
educational research and evaluation. These myths have been used in educational research
literature, and most of them were found by carrying out an exhaustive search of that
literature. In particular, the paper discusses Procrustes, referring to the use of arbitrary
evaluative standards; the myth of Mentor, the embodiment of the researcher as facili-
tator/improver for new, inexperienced researchers; Prometheus, or the archetype of the
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self-sacrificing researcher; Periphetes, representing the evaluator who is cruel through in-
competence; Sisyphus, symbolising the researcher’s anxiousness to achieve his goals; and
Ulysses, an archetype for qualitative research. These myths are still absolutely relevant
today, after more than 20 centuries, and can be used as powerful explicative frameworks
of phenomena in the field of educational research and evaluation. By using myths to
interpret educational phenomena, one reconnects contemporary qualitative educational
enquiry with its ancient predecessor forms of meaning making.

FoTEiNos, DimMITRIS, «Images of the body: the Greek physical education curriculum
since the Second World War», History of Education, 41/6, SI (2012), oo. 807-822.

o Between the years 1950 and 1974 there was a conservative view regarding physical
education (PE) and the perception of the body in Greek PE curricula. PE was seen as an
ideological means of legitimising political dominance. Before the Athens Olympic games
of 2004, educational authorities were assigned the duty of promoting the Olympic spirit
in education, and a new PE and sports curriculum was developed. The main question of
this paper is why PE was not perceived as an autonomous subject, but had to be related
to the States major political and ideological agendas, in the context of both dictatorship
and democracy. A Foucauldian perspective is adopted concerning perceptions of the body
as an agent of power, and Bernsteins framework will be used to analyse PE curricula.

FTERNIATI, A., «Narrative skills and genre based literacy pedagogy teaching material:
The case of greek upper elementary school pupils one year after the implementation
of the current teaching material», International Journal of Literacies, 19/4 (2012), oo. 53-
67.

e This article presents and discusses the findings of a research study on the issue of
literacy competency, focusing on the narrative written text production. The study examines
the narrative text writing skills of 11-12 year old students (attending the last grade of
Greek elementary school), before and after the first year of implementing the language
teaching material introduced in 2006-07, considered to be consistent with the logic of genre
based literacy pedagogy. It also investigates whether parameters such as gender, socio-
educational background, and teachers’ practices regarding students’ written discourse
production influence such performances. The students’ narrative skills were examined
using part of the written composition test of the IEA - International Association for the
Evaluation of Educational Achievement (the part assessing the narrative text), revised
and adapted to the Greek language and educational context. Analysis of the pre- and
post- implementation data suggests that after the first year of implementing the current
teaching material, the pupils’ narrative skills display a considerable increase. Additionally,
their performances are related to their gender, social background, and practices regarding
students’ written discourse production.

Garavan, T.N.; PANDEY, S., «Using popular movies in teaching crossllcultural manage-
ment», European Journal of Training and Development, 36/2-3 (2012), oo. 329-350.

e The present study aims to understand context and dynamics of cognitive learning of stu-
dents as an outcome of the usage of popular movies as a learning tool in the management
classroom and specifically in the context of a course on crossllcultural management issues.
This is an exploratory study based on qualitative analysis of reflection notes of 14 students
who participated in an elective course on “managing crosslcultural issues (MCCD)” in the
second year of their MBA programme. Students were asked to submit reflection notes
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focused on classroom learning as an outcome of the course MCCI with specific reference
to used movies Outsourced and My Big Fat Greek Wedding. Students’ reactions in their
reflection notes were analyzed through qualitative content analysis. The findings of this
study reveal that students found selected movies very relevant and effective in learning
crossllcultural theories, issues and developing crossllcultural competence. They also en-
joyed movies as learning experience in the classroom. Both instructor’s observations and
students’ reactions regarding the effectiveness of movies as classroom learning tool are
very positive. Popular movies, if appropriately selected and included in crosslcultural
training programmes for expatriate managers, immigrant workers and managers who
travel to different countries, could be very useful as a learning tool for developing mul-
ticultural perspective and crosslcultural competence. This paper could be very useful to
academicians and researchers who want to use popular movies as an instructional or
research tool for exploring the psychodynamics of classroom learning in management
and social sciences courses or professional training programmes focused on crosslcultural
management skills, global leadership skills, diversity management.

GEORrGIADI, MARIA et al., «Young Children’s Attitudes Toward Peers with Intellec-

tual Disabilities: Effect of the Type of School», Journal of Applied Research in Intelectual
Disabilities, 25/6 (2012), oo. 531-541.

e Background This study explored typically developing children’s attitudes towards peers
with intellectual disabilities, with special reference to the type of school they attended. Ma-
terials and Methods Two hundred and fifty-six Greek children aged 910 (135 in inclusive
settings) completed a questionnaire and an adjective list by Gash (European Journal of
Special Needs Education 1993; 8, 106) and drew a child with intellectual disabilities, com-
menting also on their drawings. Results Typically developing children expressed overall
neutral attitudes towards peers with intellectual disabilities. Type of school differentiated
their attitudes, with children from inclusive settings being more positive towards peers
with intellectual disabilities and choosing less negative adjectives to describe them than
children from non-inclusive settings. Girls and students who expressed more positive so-
cial, emotional and overall attitudes towards students with intellectual disabilities chose
more positive adjectives to describe a child with intellectual disabilities. It was also found
that children from inclusive settings drew children with intellectual disabilities as more
similar to a child with Down syndrome in comparison with children from non-inclusive
settings. Conclusions Effective inclusive practices should be promoted to foster social ac-
ceptance of students with intellectual disabilities.

GEeoraiaDIs, F.; Zisimos, A., «Teacher training in Roma education in Greece: Inter-

cultural and critical educational necessities», Issues in Educational Research, 22/1 (2012),
oo. 47-59.

e This paper first outlines briefly the present status and position of the Roma/Gypsies in
the Greek context while it gives a review of education policy and provision. Secondly,
it indicates that Greek primary teachers lack adequate preparedness for the challenges
accompanying contemporary educational multiculturalism and social justice issues. The
following part is focused on the training of teachers and the need to educate and pre-
pare them further on specific intercultural issues as well as methodologies for teaching
in multicultural classes. Finally, the paper indicates the importance of teacher training to
combat racism and promote social justice in classrooms and schools through critical edu-
cation and empowerment/ emancipation processes of Roma children, and how those two
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pedagogical philosophies (intercultural and critical) may converge within teacher training
praxis.

e The Fitzwilliam Museum holds material brought back to England by some of the early
nineteenth-century travellers to Greece, including Edward Daniel Clarke and William Mar-
tin Leake. However, it was not until the later nineteenth century, with the founding of
such organizations as the British School at Athens and the Cyprus Exploration Fund, that
the Museum’s collections started to be enriched through material excavated or otherwise
acquired in Greece by archaeologists and other students. This article maps the impact of
the emerging discipline of archaeology on the Fitzwilliam’s collections in the late nine-
teenth and early twentieth centuries. It also demonstrates how the Museum profited from
the close connections between students, archaeologists and museum officers of the period.

e The tool of training is very important and significant component of education and
public awareness.

Sustainable use of natural resources,
environmental management with training should become first priority of the regional
policy. In this direction, 10 years ago the Balkan Environmental Association (B.EN.A.)

e The case of Greece as the most recent neoliberal experiment can provide valuable insights
not only about a generalized attack on the welfare state and the public good, but also
about the radical changes in public education that are altering its public mission, vision,
and goals. In this paper first we trace the educational landscape in Greece as it emerges
both from the reform in primary and secondary education and from the new law 4009
on higher education. The ongoing government discourse on education is shaped and con-
structed along the lines of a market- driven society and unapologetically espouses the ne-
oliberal dogma that aims to convert education into training, universities into corporations,
knowledge into a service or commodity, and students into clients. We further examine the
official public discourse as illustrated in government documentation in an attempt to map
out the marked shift from the university as a public good to the university as corporate
entity, and highlight the particular ways in which this is done. The new educational leg-
islation sets the stage for an education where the individual will thrive through relentless
competition, where collectivity is abolished, where only “useful” knowledge counts and
where "quality” and “excellence” serve as the excuse for a corporate standardization of
the university and the academic life and thought.

e The research reported in this paper is an investigation of the application of adult learn-
ing principles in designing learning activities for teachers’ life-long development. The
exploration is illustrated by qualitative data from a case study of adult educators’ and
adult learners’ insights and experiences of a teacher development course organised by
a Greek university. Analysis focuses on the andragogical notion of design, i.e. selecting
the combination of learning units and learning formats that most effectively accomplish
the objectives of a programme. Findings of the study are somehow optimistic in that
they do indicate, however imperfectly, that adult learning principles might be further ap-
plied in designing learning activities for teacher development, and make some tentative
recommendations for Greece and elsewhere.

e The paper reports the findings of a research project that seeks to explore and understand
adult educators’ and learners’ experiences and perceptions of distance learning courses
in the Open University of Cyprus and the Hellenic Open University. The ultimate aim of
the paper is to unveil and illuminate some of the adult distance teaching and learning
processes at work in these courses. The research harnesses a case study approach within
a qualitative paradigm. It draws upon the experiences of 16 learners (open university
students) and 8 educators (open university tutors) who embarked on an undergraduate
programme in Greek civilization and a postgraduate programme in education studies in
the two case study universities. Semi-structured interviews were carried out with the above
participants. For the analysis of the data, a heuristic was used that brings together a set
of key stages on adult programme development. These are: needs identification, planning,
design, climate, and evaluation. The findings highlighted a number of issues/factors that
relate to the above stages of programme development and proved as influencing adult
distance teaching and learning processes in the contexts under exploration.

Haas, AMiE L. et al., «Pre-College Pregaming: Practices, Risk Factors, and Relationship

to Other Indices of Problematic Drinking During the Transition From High School
to College», Psychology of Addictive Behaviors, 26/4 (2012), oo. 931-938.

e This study examined alcohol use and pregaming (i.e., drinking before going out) in the
transition from high school to college and had 3 objectives: (1) evaluating pregaming preva-
lence and characteristics during this time, (2) determining whether it represents a unique
risk for problematic drinking above-and-beyond traditional measures of consumption (i.e.,
quantity/frequency: QFI, and heavy episodic drinking: HED), and (3) identifying charac-
teristics of individuals who pregame. Alcohol use and beliefs (i.e., self-reported quanti-
ty/frequency, pregaming practices, drinking game participation, alcohol-related problems,
and expectancies) were assessed in entering freshmen (N = 1171) with prior alcohol use
for the 3 months between high school and starting college. Results revealed that 65%
of drinkers pregamed in the past, and most did so on fewer than 50% of their overall
drinking occasions, consuming an average of 3 drinks in 27 min and most (87%) drank
afterward. Hierarchical regression analyses indicated that pregaming frequency explained
an additional 7.0% of variance in problematic alcohol use above-and-beyond overall drink-
ing and demographic risk factors (e.g., gender, ethnicity, and Greek affiliation: R-2 = .43
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for overall model). Separate analyses indicated that demographics did not moderate the
relationship between pregaming and problems. Regression analyses predicting pregaming
frequency identified 7 characteristics associated with this outcome including demograph-
ics (gender, ethnicity, Greek affiliation), heavy drinking, drinking game frequency, and 2
scales of the Alcohol Expectancy Inventory (AEI: Attractive and Woozy). Findings impli-
cate pregaming as a common practice during the transition to college, and highlight the
need for additional studies examining pregaming changes across the freshman year.

HapNaDJEV, DARKA R. et al., «Patient Doses in Computed Tomography: An Assessment

of Local Diagnostic Reference Levels in a Large Teaching Hospital», Nuclear Technology
& Radiation Protection, 27/3 (2012), oo. 305-310.

e This paper presents an estimation of local diagnostic reference levels in computed tomog-
raphy in a large teaching hospital. Local diagnostic reference levels, expressed in terms of
volume weighted computed tomography dose index and dose-length product, were esti-
mated for three most frequent adult computer tomography examinations: head, abdomen
and pelvis combined, and thorax. The established local diagnostic reference levels values
were similar or slightly higher compared to the available guidelines, indicating the possi-
bility for optimization of current practice. Analyzing the protocols used here and recently
published studies on dose reduction in computed tomography, a dose-reduction tech-
nique, was proposed to decrease tube current values in all three examinations. However,
the optimization should be restricted only to standard-sized patients.

HajisoTeriou, C., «Listening to the winds of change: School leaders realizing intercul-
tural education in Greek-Cypriot schools?», International Journal of Leadership in Education,
15/3 (2012), oo. 311-329.

e This article explores the values, goals and operational strategies that guided the de-
velopment of intercultural school policies in eight Greek-Cypriot primary schools, which
differed in terms of the diversity of the student population. Interviews were carried out
with the school-inspectors and head-teachers of the participant schools. Where appropri-
ate, the findings were triangulated with data collected by means of teacher interviews.
Interviewees argued that they aimed at immigrant students inclusion by creating collabo-
rative school cultures, mobilizing the community and supporting their teaching personnel.
Nonetheless, their underlying assumptions were bounded by primitive values and goals
favouring assimilation. Such assumptions informed group-blind approaches that were
fostered in their schools. Conclusively, the development and implementation intercultural
school strategies were merely rhetoric reflecting socially desirable roles that were remote
from actual school practice.

Hermponi, MEroP1 et al., «Voice Risk Factors in Kindergarten Teachers in Greece»,
Folia Phoniatrica et Logopaedica, 64/5 (2012), oo. 211-216.

e Objective: The purpose of this study was to identify voice risk factors for female kinder-
garten teachers and nurses in Heraklion, Crete. Patients and Methods: A questionnaire
consisting of voice use and lifestyle activities was given to 200 kindergarten teachers in
Heraklion, Crete, of which 151 were returned (75.5%). A group of 89 nurses served as
the control group. Both groups also completed the Greek version of the Voice Handicap
Index (VHI-G). Results: Kindergarten teachers sing more often, speak loudly more often
when they are at work and present with more infections of the upper respiratory tract
compared to nurses. They talk less than 30 min per day on the phone, drink less alcohol
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and water and smoke less in comparison with nurses. The median VHI-G score for the
kindergarten teachers was significantly higher than that for the nurses. Conclusion: The
results suggest that there is a difference in the factors that may be responsible for the
appearance of voice problems in kindergarten teachers and in nurses. For kindergarten
teachers, the risk factors for voice disorders are primarily related to vocal load factors and
for nurses appear to be lifestyle-related more than voice use alone.

HerAcLIDOU, A., «Making a british atmosphere in cyprus, 1931-1939: A ’coup d’état’
on Greek-Cypriot elementary education?», Cyprus Review, 24/2 (2012), oo. 47-72.

e This article aims to analyse the steps taken by the British administration for the introduc-
tion of fundamental changes in the elementary education system between 1931 and 1939
together with the motives behind them. The uprising of October 1939 in Cyprus resulted
in the imposition of an authoritative regime with the fundamental aim to eradicate the
enosis movement in order to restore political stability. Since the British themselves always
recognised the centrality of educational questions in such a process, this article will explore
how elementary education was reformed during the 1930s in order to serve the objective
of introducing a ’British atmosphere’ into the island’. A series of laws which gave the
Government complete control over elementary education, including the curriculum and
the text-books, led the Church of Cyprus, which had so far been enjoying the privilege to
be responsible for Greek-Cypriot education, to speak of dehellenisation and a coup d’état
on elementary education. To what extent these accusations were right will constitute part
of our discussion.

HorLy, MARTIN, «Text-books and Reading in the Teaching Practice in Bohemiam
and Moravian Latin Schools of the 16th and Early 17th century», Zeitschrift fiir
Erziehungswissenschaft, 15/2 (2012), oo. 105-119.

e The submitted study analyses text-books used in Bohemian and Moravian schools of
various types (i.e. municipal, church and private educational institutions) in the 16th
and early 17th century. These books involve text-books and other texts that were used
for teaching the main subject (i.e. Latin) in these schools: grammar books, other works
by classical, mediaeval and contemporary writers, various dictionaries, etc. The article,
which roughly introduces the system of Latin school system in Bohemia and Moravia,
also concentrates on text-books that were used in teaching other regular subjects of the
seven traditional septem artes liberales (the rhetoric, dialectics, arithmetic, music, etc.) as
well as the Greek language, history and catechism.

Hosskini, E. et al., «The impact of using etymological analysis on teaching vocabulary
to EFL University students», Theory and Practice in Language Studies, 2/9 (2012), oo. 1868-
1876.

e Being disappointed in retention of previously encountered vocabularies is one of the
most reported displeasures that EFL students have faced during vocabulary acquisition
so far. Since most of the English words descend from Greek and Latin roots, among the
multitude of distinct strategies employed in teaching vocabulary, providing learners with
an awareness of how existing words are able to be dismantled into different roots, not only
generate the opportunity to let them discover the meaning of the words for themselves
but also makes them capable of retrieving the targeted words easily. The present study,
thus, aimed at exploring the very effect of teaching vocabulary to 59 participants who
belonged to two intact classes. They were assigned to experimental and control groups.
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As far as the level of vocabulary proficiency was concerned, a pretest was administered
to both groups. While the control group was going to acquire new words by means
of dictionary, and through inferencing the meaning of unfamiliar words from text, the
experimental group received treatment based on etymological analysis. After 6 weeks,
an immediate posttest was administered to both experimental and control groups. The
results were analyzed through one-way Analysis of Covariance (ANCOVA). Subsequently,
a questionnaire was given to the experimental group in order to collect their opinions
regarding the effectiveness of teaching vocabulary through etymology. Findings indicated
that experimental group outperformed the control group. Consequently, the positive effect
of this strategy and its implication in teaching vocabulary was manifested by opinions
elicited from the experimental group.

Hsien, F.-J.; LiN, P.-].; Wang, T.-Y., «Mathematics-Related teaching competence of
Taiwanese primary future teachers: Evidence from TEDS-M», ZDM - International
Journal on Mathematics Education, 44/3 (2012), oo. 277-292.

e This paper draws on data from the international TEDS-M study, organized by the IEA,
and utilizes a conceptual framework describing the Taiwanese perspective of mathematics
and mathematics teaching competences (MTCs) with regard to investigating the unique-
ness and patterns of Taiwanese future primary teacher performance in the international
context. The framework includes contentoriented and thought-oriented categories of math-
ematics competence. The latter category contains subcategories adopted and revised from
(3rd Mediterranean conference on mathematical education. Hellenic Mathematical Society,
Athens, 2003) the competence approach by Niss. Hsieh’s (Research on the development
of the professional ability for teaching mathematics in the secondary school level (3/3).
Taiwan: National Science Council, 2009) model is also adopted and revised to serve as
an analytical framework, including four categories relating to MTCs, representations, lan-
guage, and misconceptions or error procedures. This paper shows that in thought-oriented
mathematics competences Taiwan and Singapore share a unique pattern of higher percent
correct in competences related to formalization, Annoteion, and operations in mathemat-
ics than in those related to the way of thinking, modelling and reasoning in and with
mathematics. The paper also addresses weak teaching competences claimed in domestic
studies, which conflict with the TEDS-M results. Namely, in contrary to the international
trend, Taiwanese future primary teachers are weak at judging mathematics competences
required by students to learn mathematical concepts or solve problems, and superior at
diagnosing and dealing with student misconceptions and error procedures.

IkoNomIDIS, Simos et al., «The Anthropogenic ‘Greenhouse Effect’: Greek Prospective
Primary Teachers’ Ideas About Causes, Consequences and Curesx», Journal of Science

Education and Technology, 21/6 (2012), ooc. 768-779.

e This study explores the ideas of Greek prospective primary teachers about the anthro-
pogenic greenhouse effect, particularly about its causes, consequences and cures. For this
purpose, a survey was conducted: 265 prospective teachers completed a closed-form ques-
tionnaire. The results showed serious misconceptions in all areas (causes, consequences
and cures). The most prominent misconception found by this survey is the conflation
between the greenhouse effect and the ozone layer depletion, which is widely reported
in the literature. There is also the notion that ‘good things’ (like clean beaches) can help
ameliorate the greenhouse effect, whereas ‘bad things’ (like insecticides) can enhance it.
One of the secondary results of the survey is that prospective teachers’ main source of
information about the greenhouse effect is school. This calls for educational interventions
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to fight misconceptions at the source. Some suggestions are presented in this paper. The
results of this study are compared with the results of two similar studies conducted in
the UK and in Turkey.

IoanniDOU, E., «Language policy in Greek Cypriot education: Tensions between national
and pedagogical values», Language, Culture and Curriculum, 25/3 (2012), oo. 215-230.

e The paper looks at developments in Greek language curricula in Cyprus during three
periods: (1) the post-independence era from 1960 to the partition of the island in 1974;
(2) the post-partition era from 1974 to 2003; and (3) the contemporary era, including the
accession of Cyprus to the European Union in 2004, and the introduction of a new Greek
curriculum in 2010. The paper seeks to document the tensions between national values
associated with the teaching of Greek, and the need to implement new and progressive
trends in language teaching that are increasingly driven by international developments
in language pedagogy. The main question addressed in the paper is whether the degree
of prominence achieved by the national objectives of language curricula, which is usually
controlled by social and political factors that fluctuated during the three periods studied
here, sets limits to the amount of innovation in matters of pedagogy and content that is
possible. While some of the data suggest that this is so, this is a question that will be
most decisively answered by data emerging from the implementation of the new curricula
introduced in 2010, a process that is still in its early years.

JeLasToPuLU, ELENI et al., «Prevalence and risk factors of excess weight in school
children in West Greece», Nursing & Health Sciences, 14/3 (2012), oo. 372-380.

e The present study estimated the prevalence of childhood obesity and identified risk fac-
tors in 1013 year old children. A cross-sectional study was conducted, including 200 chil-
dren and their parents, in seven randomly-selected primary schools across Patras, Greece.
Height, weight, and waist circumference were measured, and self-reported information
was collected via face-to-face interviews. Body mass index was calculated for the children
and their parents. The effect of risk factors on overweight and obesity was analyzed using
regression analysis. The prevalence of overweight and obesity was 32% and 10.5%, re-
spectively. The odds of being overweight/obese increased in children whose parents had
a lower educational level and/or higher body mass index. Fewer daily meals and more
time spent in front of the television and/or on the computer were significantly associated
with obesity in 1013 year old children. The prevalence of excess weight in primary school
children in Patras is of concern, especially for boys. Children’s nutritional habits, leisure
activities, and parental characteristics influence their somatometric characteristics. These
findings highlight the need for future weight loss interventions targeted at this population.

JIMENEZ-PAvon, DaviD et al., «Associations of Parental Education and Parental Phys-

ical Activity (pa) with Children’s Pa: The Energy Cross-Sectional Study», Preventive
Medicine, 55/4 (2012), oo. 310-314.

e Objective. The present study sought to examine the independent associations of parental
education and physical activity (PA) with children’s PA across Europe. Methods. A total
of 7214 children (10-12 years) were recruited from a school-based cross-sectional survey
during 2010 in seven European countries. Weight and height were measured. Parental
educational level (PEL) and parents’ and children’s PA were collected using self-reported
questionnaires. Multiple linear regression models were used, comparing children’s PA with
PEL and PA levels. Results. PEL was directly associated with children’s PA in Greek and
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Spanish girls (all P\textless0.01) and boys’ PA in Norway (all P\textless0.05). Paternal
education was directly associated with PA in Hungarian boys (P\textless0.05). In overall,
parental PA was directly associated with children’s PA in more than half of the countries
involved (all P\textless0.05). Conclusions. Our observations suggest that PEL and parental
modeling of PA are two independent factors from the home environment influencing the
children’s PA, but the relationships were gender- and country-specific. Further studies
should be focused on intervention strategies for increasing children’s PA but considering
the important role of these two aspects and especially on the modification of parental
modeling of PA.

Jonnson, E. O.; CuarcHanTti, A.V.; Trouris, T. G., «<Modernization of an anatomy
class: From conceptualization to implementation. A case for integrated multimodal-
multidisciplinary teaching», Anatomical Sciences Education, 5/6 (2012), oo. 354-366.

e It has become increasingly apparent that no single method for teaching anatomy is able
to provide supremacy over another. In an effort to consolidate and enhance learning, a
modernized anatomy curriculum was devised by attempting to take advantage of and max-
imize the benefits from different teaching methods. Both the more traditional approaches
to anatomy teaching, as well as modern, innovative educational programs were embraced
in a multimodal system implemented over a decade. In this effort, traditional teaching
with lectures and dissection was supplemented with models, imaging, computer-assisted
learning, problem-based learning through clinical cases, surface anatomy, clinical correla-
tion lectures, peer teaching and team-based learning. Here, we review current thinking
in medical education and present our transition from a passive, didactic, highly detailed
anatomy course of the past, to a more interactive, as well as functionally and clinically
relevant anatomy curriculum over the course of a decade.

Juric, MoNIKA, «Paideia and the Neo-Platonic Ideas on Music Education and Culture
in Renaissance Dubrovnik in the Works by Nikola Vitov Gucetic (1549-1610)», Arti
Musices, 43/2 (2012), oo. 175-188.

e Music played a specific role in Renaissance Dubrovnik, which is best proved in texts left
by Dubrovnik Renaissance thinkers. One of the outstanding personalities among them
was Nikola Vitov Gucetic, who was held in high esteem by his contemporaries, being
elected seven times to the position of the Dubrovnik Duke. Thus, his ideas on music
and culture in general could be considered as widely shared and accepted among the
Dubrovnik intellectuals of his time. Gucetic treated music subjects in shorter passages
in three of his works: Dialogo della bellezza (Dialogue on Beauty, 1581), Governo della
famiglia (The Governing of the Family, 1589), Dello stato delle republiche (On the State
of the Republics, 1591). When writing about music, Gucetic always put it into the same
context - the paideia. As is well known, the notion of paideia referred in ancient Greece,
not only to education and learning but also to the totality of the cultural and ethical
experience. In analysing the three above-mentioned works, it is obvious that his thoughts
on music had been mostly influenced by Plato’s Republic and Laws, as well as Aristotle’s
Politics. Plato’s influence is manifested above all in Gucetic’s pleading for the homogeneity
of paideia. Along with Plato, Gucetic proclaimed that the greatest significance in the
part of paideia dealing with spiritual issues should be given to music. However, Gucetic
also moved away from Plato by pointing out the diversity of individual human beings.
Regarding Aristotle’s influence on Gucetic, several aspects should be sorted out. Firstly,
Gucetic accepted Aristotle’s introducing of the idea of plurality in the discussion on the
functions of music. Gucetic saw one of the final goals of music in its function within leisure
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time, but differed from Aristotle when talking about leisure time as something damaging
for paideia. Secondly, Gucetic took over from Aristotle the notion of music as a necessity,
not only within paideia but for human life in its totality. Thirdly, Gucetic agreed with
Aristotle that practical learning of music should be introduced into paideia. However, in
this aspect, too, he shifted away from Aristotle, talking about the agreeableness brought
to men by practical music-making, while in this context Aristotle mentioned only gaining
experience necessary for the later assessment of music. It can be concluded that Gucetic’s
thoughts on music did not remain at the level of mere taking over of ideas produced by
two greatest philosophers of Antiquity. Certainly, Gucetic did adopt particular ideas from
both ancient thinkers, but he produced his own specific Neo-Platonic/Neo-Aristotelian
compound, offering his personal version of an original notional ‘third way’. In this, a
swing from the initial juvenile Platonic metaphysical standpoint to a more down-to-earth
Aristotelian standpoint could be traced, where Gucetic’s own successful engagement as
politician and statesman certainly played a decisive role. Thus, his speculative thoughts
on music in general can be regarded as both reflections and direction-giving references
on the specific Dubrovnik cultural and social environment of the late 16th century.

KakoLiris, N. I. et al., «A snapshot of primary care physicians educational needs
regarding COPD in crete, greece: An exploratory case study», HealthMED, 6/3 (2012),
oo. 781-786.

e Aim: Misdiagnosis of Chronic Obstructive Pulmonary Disease (COPD) in primary health
care appears to be common. The objective of this exploratory case study was to describe
the selfreported level of knowledge regarding COPD among primary healthcare physi-
cians, before and after a two day intensive educational course. Method: Nine primary
health care physicians, eight serving different rural areas of the island of Crete and one
in the wider area of Athens (Greece), were invited to a two day educational course on
COPD. Questionnaires were used to stratify the level of physicians’ knowledge before and
after the course. Utility and suitability of this educational experience was also assessed
at the end of the course. Results: Topics such as the ability to perform spirometry and
the management of smokers in primary care achieved the greater median score variation
before and after course [from 2.0 to 5.0 (P=0.010) and from 3.0 to 6.0 (P=0.011), re-
spectively]. There was a statistical significant difference between the median scores in pre-
and post-course responses indicating an immediate positive impact due to the course. Con-
clusion: These preliminary results showed that a brief and intensive educational course
among primary health care physicians, could have a benefit in improving their level of
knowledge regarding COPD.

Kavarrzipis, D., «Sustainable school indicators: Approaching the vision through the
sustainable school award», Journal of Teacher Education for Sustainability, 14/2 (2012),
oo.

e The Sustainable School Award is a project for schools that aims to integrate a sustainability
perspective into all aspects of school life through sustainable school indicators. It complies
with the implementation strategy of the International Plan of Action of the Decade for
Education for Sustainable Development (2005-2014) and the Strategy of United Nations
Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE). In this paper, we present the vision of
a sustainable school and an attempt to connect theory and practice of education for
sustainable development in order to approach this vision. A brief report on the first year
of the implementation of the project in Greece is also presented.
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Karamanos, K. et al., «Ecosystem food-webs as dynamic systems: Educating under-
graduate teachers in conceptualizing aspects of food-webs’ systemic nature and com-
portment», Advances in Systems Science and Applications, 12/4 (2012), oo. 353-372.

e The current research aimed at attempting to familiarize Greek prospective Primary School
teachers with notions of the dynamic systems nature of ecosystem food-webs and evaluate
the results. The sample consisted of 85 undergraduate students of the Faculty of Primary
Education, of the University of Athens, Greece, who had chosen the optional topic of the
autumn semester: “Environmental Science: The Laboratory Approach”. Students were
initially given specifically designed pre-test worksheets, to find out their initial knowledge
and pre-instructional ideas about the structure and the properties of food-webs as systems.
Following this, instructional-teaching took place in four stages. In the first stage of the
instruction process, students received real data concerning pellets of barn owls (tyto alba)
gathered from two areas of the United States, and were asked to complete given worksheets.
At this stage, students’ discussions were recorded, hence trying to extract answers to issues
such as: the food-webs’ ability to reflect biodiversity; their mental representation of a
food-web as a system; and what would happen should a "node” of the food-web-network
disappear. The second stage involved students interacting with computer software in two
phases. In the first, students were asked to reconstruct, on a computer screen, the barn owl
food-web, given the arrows and the food-web elements. In the second stage, students used
the System Dynamics Modeler of the NetLogo (version 4.0.4) simulation environment, as
an interactive tool for learning. In the third stage, after familiarizing themselves with
the Modeler, using the simple predator-prey ecosystem “Wolf Sheep Predation (docked)”
model, students interacted with a variation of the Modeler, created in order to learn things
about the stability and instability of food-webs as systems and, as a result, of ecosystems. In
the fourth-final-stage, following the instruction, post-test worksheets were handed out to
students and stratified samples of them were interviewed on further ideas, predictions and
possible extensions of their knowledge. The results gathered helped to reach encouraging
conclusions related to the fact that students seemed to have conceptualized food-webs as
dynamic systems.

KarAsimorouLoU, SMARAGDA; DERRI, VASSILIKI; ZERVOUDAKI, ELENI, «Children’s
perceptions about their health-related quality of life: effects of a health education-
social skills program», Health Education Research, 27/5 (2012), oo. 780-793.

e The perception about one’s health includes feelings about physical and psychological
characteristics as well as ways of managing interpersonal relationships. The purpose of
this study was to examine the effect of the Health Education Program ‘Skills for pri-
mary school children’ (KE.TH.E.A.-Ministry of Education of Greece. 1998. Educational
Program of Prevention: Skills for Elementary Students [E kappa pi alpha iota delta ep-
silon upsilon tau iota kappa omicron upsilon lambda iota kappa omicron pi omicron
lambda eta epsilon eta: delta epsilon xi iota omicron tau eta tau epsilon gamma iota al-
pha alpha iota delta iota alpha tau omega upsilon delta eta mu omega tau iota kappa
omega upsilon]. Athens: KE.TH.E.A, 1998) on children’s perceptions about certain di-
mensions of their quality of life: physical well-being, mental well-being, moods and emo-
tions, self-concept, leisure-autonomy, family life, financial resources, friends, school envi-
ronment and social acceptance (bullying). Two hundred and eighty-six students of fifth
and sixth grade, from schools of Northern and Southern Greece participated. One hun-
dred and twenty-eight (n = 128) formed the experimental group and 158 the control
group (n = 158). The experimental group followed the skills program for 23 weeks (one
45 min lesson/week), whereas the control group did not. The Kidscreen Questionnaire

cessed: 2 April 2009) was applied to assess health-related quality of life. Results from
multivariate analysis of variance with repeated measures indicated that children in the
experimental group significantly improved their perceptions of physical well-being, fam-
ily life, financial aspects, friends, school life and social acceptance. On the other hand,
children in the control group significantly improved their perceptions for physical well-
being, whereas they deteriorated them significantly for family life, mood and feelings
and social acceptance. Also, children as a whole improved their self-concept. Further-
more, analysis of covariance showed that the experimental group had better perceptions
of autonomy than the control group in the final measurement. It can be concluded that
such a program could lead to the improvement of (i) physical well-being, (ii) family life,
(iii) financial resources, (iv) friends, (v) school environment, (vi) social acceptance and
(vi) Leisure-Autonomy and to stable perceptions about mood and feelings, dimensions of
health-related quality of life.

Kartsikas, EvLias; DERGIADES, THEOLOGOS, «Revising higher education policy in Greece:
filling the Danaids’ Jar», Empirica, 39/3 (2012), oo. 279-292.

e The study examines the possible effects of a recent policy change in Greece on students’
graduation rates. Our study mainly concentrates on the potential impact that the reform
may have on the various categories of students, as these are classified by the way they
enter the university. Records for students studying at a university of economic and social
studies are analyzed by employing a probit model. Our main empirical finding suggests
that students from all the other modes of entry, compared to students entering by means
of general examinations, face a considerably higher probability of failure.

Kiprianos, P.; DaskaLAKl, I.; STaAMELOS, G.B., «Culture and the school: The degree
of educational integration of Roma and Gypsies in the Peloponnese region of Greece»,
International Review of Education, 58/5 (2012), oo. 675-699.

e This article examines the degree of integration of Roma and Gypsy children in formal
education in the Peloponnese region of Greece. It is based on field research conducted by
the University of Patras during the school year 2006/07 within the framework of the Greek
Ministry of Education’s “Integration of Roma children in school” programme, funded
by the European Union. Despite governmental incentives for poor families to enrol their
school-aged children, school attendance of Roma and Gypsy children was found to decline
from primary year one to primary year six, with hardly any of them entering secondary
school at all. Besides looking at school attendance figures and Roma and Gypsy children’s
proficiency in reading, writing and numeracy, this paper also considers gender, family
composition, living conditions and economic situation, as well as culturally constructed
perceptions of childhood and a person’s life cycle. The aim of this article is to highlight
the contradictions and ambiguities involved in the process of incorporating Roma and
Gypsy children in formal education, and to evaluate their school performance and assess
their academic choices.

KouTtrousa, K., «A profile of the effective teacher: Greek secondary education teachers’
perceptions», European Journal of Teacher Education, 35/3 (2012), oo. 359-374.

e This paper examines the perceptions of Greek secondary education teachers on effective-
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ness in teaching. Through a structured questionnaire, 340 teachers reported their views on
the tactics which are considered to contribute to effective teaching and on the behaviour
and personal traits attributed to effective teachers. Descriptive and factor analysis showed
that teacher flexibility in knowledge dissemination and sociability in communication, the
display of friendliness, open-mindedness, tactfulness, supportiveness, respect and humour,
are considered, among others, to be outstanding attributes of an effective teacher. How-
ever, the inflexibility of Greek curricula and their obsession with academic performance
objectives discourage teachers from implementing effective instructional strategies, from
establishing real human relationships with their students and from displaying behaviour
and developing personal traits attributed to effective teachers.

KoutrouBa, K.; Baxevanou, E.; KouTroumpas, A., «High school students’ percep-
tions of and attitudes towards teacher power in the classroom», International Education

Studies, 5/5 (2012), oo. 185-198.

e The present study examines Greek High School students perceptions of and attitudes to-
wards their teachers power, from findings produced during a questionnaire-based study
conducted in the period 2010-2011, with the participation of 1076 students attending
68 schools across Greece. Greek students provided information on how their teachers
exert didactic and legitimate power in the classroom and on how students themselves re-
act whenever their teachers abuse power. Data elaboration, statistical and factor analysis
showed that, according to students, teachers exert didactic power mainly by exhibiting
profound knowledge and applying effective teaching and assessment methods, while they
exert legitimate power through implementing rules, inflicting punishment and controlling
students’ behaviour. The study also showed that students react passively to power abuse
due to fear of possible consequences, aggressively when a teacher’s power is regarded as
excessively unfair, or positively when relations of trust and acceptance have been estab-
lished between the teacher and the student.

KoutrouBa, K.; KaAriotaki, M.; CHRISTOPOULOS, I., «Secondary education students’

preferences regarding their participation in group work: The case of Greece», Improv-
ing Schools, 15/3 (2012), oo. 245-259.

e The present questionnaire-based study examines the views of 428 Greek students (aged
13-18 years) from 30 secondary education schools in Athens, who have experienced coop-
erative learning in group work - an instructional learning strategy not often implemented
in Greek schools. The research focuses on students’ preferences as regards the compo-
sition of their group and the distribution of roles and tasks within it, and finally the
evaluation of and the reward for personal and group performance. Data elaboration, sta-
tistical and factor analysis showed that students participate more willingly in group work
when wider autonomy is provided and their friends participate in the group, although
new friendly relationships with the other members are not developed. It also showed that
Greek students prefer clearly defined tasks, seek mainly cognitive attainments, want to
be assessed on the basis of socio-affective skills development, dislike grade rewards for
group work attainments and prefer non-grade rewards such as praise, provision of free
time and excursions.

Kyriakinges, L.; CREEMERS, B. P. M., «School policy on teaching and school learning

environment: Direct and indirect effects upon student outcome measures», Educational
Research and Evaluation, 18/5 (2012), oo. 403-424.
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e School policy on teaching and the school learning environment (SLE) are the main school
factors of the dynamic model of educational effectiveness (Creemers & Kyriakides, 2008).
A longitudinal study in which 50 primary schools, 108 classes, and 2369 students par-
ticipated generated evidence supporting the validity of the dynamic model. This article
reports the results of a re-analysis of the data of this study in order to search for direct
and indirect effects of school factors included in the model. Using multilevel structural
equation modelling techniques, indirect effects of school policy on teaching and SLE upon
achievement in mathematics and Greek language are demonstrated. Implications of find-
ings are drawn. Comparing the results of the multilevel direct and indirect effect model
with those from using a multilevel regression model, we demonstrate the importance of
choosing appropriate conceptual models and using relevant methodological approaches
to understand the dynamic nature of educational effectiveness.

Lioutas, E. D.; Cuararsari, C., «<Who is the Customer of Public Agricultural Exten-
sion/Education Services?», International Journal of Rural Management, 7/1-2 (2012), oo. 83-
102.

e Agricultural extension education services (AEES) have three major characteristics that
complicate their marketing: first, these are ’rural services’ that are heavily influenced
by the ’rurality’ of their field of action; second, their aim is to promote intangible be-
havioural changes which inevitably are considered by the potential customers as risky;
third, their orientation is usually non-profit. However, there is a surprising lack of studies
regarding the marketing of AEES. The aim of this research is to segment rural popu-
lation based on the usage rate of public AEES and to depict the relative influence of
the importance assigned on both services relationship attributes and motivational drivers
to this classification. After a random sampling procedure, 202 peasants from the region
of Thessaly, Greece participated in the study. Our findings revealed three segments: the
"Conveniencers’, who are the heavy users of public AEES; the *Analysts’, who, although
are regular users of AEES, are light users of public services and assign higher impor-
tance to the service delivery attributes; and the grey segment of ’Objective Hunters’, who
are occasional seekers of AEES and are primarily motivated by their expectation to gain
benefits related to their farm enterprise. Our findings also demonstrate that public rural
services have failed to build sustainable relationships with the rural population.

LitTLE, D., «The European Language Portfolio in whole-school use», Innovation in Lan-
guage Learning and Teaching, 6/3 (2012), oo. 275-285.

e This article reports on ’European Language Portfolio in whole-school use’ (ELP-WSU),
one of the projects of the third medium-term programme (2007-2011) of the European
Centre for Modern Languages. It begins by briefly introducing the ELP and goes on to con-
sider the three challenges that the ELP poses to L2 pedagogy: the development of learner
autonomy, intercultural awareness/competence, and plurilingualism. It then summarises
ELP-WSU’s successive phases and outcomes, which included reports on ELP projects
carried out in 10 different countries (Albania, Austria, Czech Republic, Greece, Hungary,
Iceland, Lithuania, Norway, Romania, and Russian Federation) and describes some of the
ways in which the projects responded to the ELP’s three pedagogical challenges. Although
more than 100 ELPs from 70% of the Council of Europe’s member states were validated
and accredited between 2000 and 2010, the ELP remains largely untried in most national
education systems; this helps to explain why only a minority of ELP-WSU projects were
able to undertake whole-school implementation of the kind originally envisaged. At the
same time, some of the project reports suggest that the ELP has a central role to play in
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achieving the goals of the Council of Europe’s Languages in/for Education project, which
promotes the concept of plurilingual and intercultural education.

Livanos, I.; PouLiakas, K., «Educational segregation and the gender wage gap in
Greece», Journal of Economic Studies, 39/5 (2012), oo. 554-575.

e Purpose: The purpose of this paper is to investigate the extent to which differences in
the subject of degree studied by male and female university graduates contributes to the
gender pay gap in Greece, an EU country with historically large gender discrepancies
in earnings and occupational segregation. In addition, the paper explores the reasons
underlying the distinct educational choices of men and women, with particular emphasis
on the role of wage uncertainty. Design/methodology/approach: Using micro-data from
the Greek Labour Force Survey (LFS), Oaxaca-Blinder decompositions are employed to
detect the extent to which gender differences in the type of degree studied can explain
the male-female pay gap. "Risk-augmented earnings functions” are also used to examine
the differential wage premiums offered to men and women in Greece in response to the
uncertainty associated with different fields of study. Findings: It is found that the subjects
in which women are relatively over-represented (e.g. Education, Humanities) are also
those with the lowest wage returns. Gender differences in the type of degree studied
can therefore explain an additional 8.4 per cent of the male-female pay gap in Greece. A
potential reason for distinct gender educational choices is that women opt for less uncertain
educations that consequently command lower wage premiums in the job market. Practical
implications: The findings suggest that the promotion of gender equality in Greece should
pay closer attention to removing informal barriers to entry for women in educational
fields traditionally chosen by men (e.g. more effective careers advice, work-experience
placements, matching of young girls with professional “mentors”). Originality/value: The
paper is the first to investigate the contribution of individual’s field of study to the gender
wage gap in Greece. In addition, it includes the first-ever estimations of “risk-augmented
earnings equations” for that country.

Liveri, ANNA; XANTHACOU, YOTA; KAILA, MARIA, «The Google Sketch Up Software

as a Tool to Promote Creativity in Education in Greece», Procedia - Social and Behavioral
Sciences, 69 (2012), oo. 1110-1117.

e The three-dimensional design software called “SketchUp” was first presented by Google
in 2006 and was created to facilitate the design of buildings for the three-dimensional
city display on Google’s satellite maps. It is a modeling tool which can be used to create
anything, from simple 3D shapes to complex models, thereby promoting creativity (Dewey
$ amp; Down; Fischer et al.,2005; Kintsch; Kafantaris, 2010; Sarimpalidis, 2010; 3dvinci,
Teacher’s guide, {NCTM} Meeting SketchUp Talk). Creativity is still a point of concern
today, both as an object of psychological research, as well as a goal of the educational
process. The ability to be creative attracted the interest of researchers in the empirical
psychology of the 20th century. Creativity is the ability to express one’s thoughts in an
essentially new, original way that surpasses the ordinary. It is a fantasy or a compilation
of thoughts that are not simply quoted or stitched together. Creativity may include the
development of new systems, the transfer of familiar relationships to new situations, or
the formation of new associations (De Bono, 1976; Florida, 2003; Stain, 1975; Tharp,
2003; Xanthacou $ amp; Kaila, 2011). In this study, we attempt to investigate the effect
of the students’ involvement with Google Sketchup on the three dimensions of creative
expression: fluency, flexibility, originality. The study participants were 45 students in the
first grade of the EPA.L. (Vocational high school) of Zakynthos. For this study, the students
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were divided into two groups. The first group (experimental group) created designs on
the computer using the Google Sketchup software, while the second group (control group)
created designs using design tools. In the end, the two groups of students completed a
common test of divergent creative expression. The results’ analysis indicated the positive
effect of software use on the students’ creative expression, regarding fluency and flexibility
of thought. The capacity for originality of ideas was not significantly affected. The fact
that two of the three elements of creative expression presented a statistically significant
difference in the experimental group proves that the Google SketchUp software has the
ability to affect the creative expression of students.

Loura, C. V. et al., «<Autochthonous Plasmodium vivax malaria in a Greek schoolgirl
of the Attica region», Malaria Journal, 11 (2012).

e In August 2009, one case of autochthonous malaria due to Plasmodium vivax was
diagnosed in Greece in a young woman residing in the Eastern Attica region. The source
of infection could not be identified. No other autochthonous malaria cases have been
described in the Attica region since 1974. This was a sporadic case with no evidence of
further local transmission, and no more cases have been reported in Attica up to now, two
years later.

MENZER, M. M.; TorRNEY-PURTA, ]., «Individualism and socioeconomic diversity at

school as related to perceptions of the frequency of peer aggression in fifteen coun-
tries», Journal of Adolescence, 35/5 (2012), oo. 1285-1294.

e The purpose of this study was to examine two aspects of context for peer aggression:
national individualism and distributions of socioeconomic status in the school. School
administrators for each school reported on their perceptions of the frequency of bullying
and violence in their school. The sample comprised 990 school principals/headmasters
from nationally representative samples of schools in 15 countries surveyed as part of the
larger IEA Civic Education Study (Torney-Purta, Lehmann, Oswald, & Schulz, 2001). A
national context of individualism was associated with violence but not bullying. Schools
with high socioeconomic diversity had more bullying than homogeneously low or high
socioeconomic status schools. In addition, diverse schools had more violence than afflu-
ent schools. Results suggest that bullying and violence should be investigated as separate
constructs. Furthermore, contexts, such as national culture and school socioeconomic di-
versity, are important in understanding the prevalence of bullying and violence in schools
internationally.

MonNIAROU-PAPACONSTANTINOU, VALENTINI; TSATSARONI, ANNA, «Educational trajecto-

ries of LIS students: Continuities and transformations», Library & Information Science
Research, 34/3 (2012), oo. 238-246.

e The information sector is a dynamic disciplinary and professional field, located in a fluid
social and technological environment. The educational choices of students in library and
information science (LIS) departments is an important aspect of the process through which
they construct their ambitions, plans, and future capabilities, and so research on students’
choices and their educational careers as social processes is also important. Through a
detailed consideration of case study accounts of students from LIS departments in Greece,
the argument for the importance of social and cultural factors in the formation of students’
identity is advanced. Data were collected in two research phases using a questionnaire
survey and semi-structured interviews. Analysis of data demonstrates the complexity of

the process of making educational choices, revealing how individual, family, social, and
institutional factors interrelate with the ways young people cope with contingencies, and
with social and personal relations. How these complex influences facilitate or impede
students’ trajectories within higher education institutions is also shown, as well as how
they act upon the construction of their pedagogic identities. Of considerable significance
is the finding that students from lower social class backgrounds tend to form pedagogic
identities that are fragile. By contrast, students from families with significant amounts of
cultural and social capital are in a position to exploit the academic and social resources
of institutions, and to construct embedded identities with a strong scientific basis. More
research is needed to illuminate how LIS departments could develop mechanisms to
reduce such discrepancies.

NETHE, A. et al., «Existing policies, regulation, legislation and ongoing health promotion
activities related to physical activity and nutrition in pre-primary education settings:
An overview», Obesity Reviews, 13/SUPPL. 1 (2012), oo. 118-128.

e Obesity prevention efforts for school-aged children and adolescents are increasing in
number. However, little has been done to address the problem in the preschool age. To
address this age group, an evidence-based preschool programme on physical activity (PA)
and nutrition is developed within the ToyBox project. Environmental influencing factors
such as policies and competitive health promotion activities could inhibit or induce a
successful health promotion programme. This paper describes an overview of existing
policies, legislation and/or regulations and health promotion activities in the preschool
setting. Method: data were gathered on policies and activities aiming to improve healthy
eating and PA of young children (age group 4-6 years) in Belgium-Flanders, Bulgaria,
Germany, Greece, Poland and Spain. A limited number of influencing policies, regulations
and/or legislation exists; agenda setting of health promotion and policy evaluations in
all relevant policy areas was lacking. Also, health promotion activities in preschool the
setting did not exist in all six European countries and high-quality preschool-based health
interventions existed in three of the six ToyBox countries.

Nikorakl, E.; KoutsouBa, M. I., «Support and promotion of self-regulated learning

through the educational material at the hellenic open university», Turkish Online Journal
of Distance Education, 13/3 (2012), oo. 226-238.

e In distance education both the physical separation between learner and instructor, and
the use of technology create an educational environment that is characterized by learning
autonomy and the learner’s active involvement. Because of these, self-regulated learning
constitutes an inseparable concept of distance education. This study explores the support
and promotion of self-regulated learning in the educational environment of the Hellenic
Open University. In particular, this paper examines how the educational material, as it is
described in its institutional level of function, supports specific self-regulating strategies
of learning in the curriculum provided by the Hellenic Open University. For this purpose,
the study is based on literature review of distance education and self-regulated learning.
Thus, the cognitive strategies of elobaration and organization, the metacognitive strategies
of goal-setting, self-monitoring and self-evaluation, the resourse management strategies of
seeking help, seeking information and time management, as well as, the motivation are all
included in the self-regulated aspects that are examined. The results of the study indicate
that the self-regulated learning is considerably supported and promoted by the printed
educational material at the Hellenic Open Univesrity due to its interactive pedagogigal
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structure. However, it is pointed out that it is possible to maximize the support provided
through the improvement of the present structures’ function.

OMBOOSUREN, B. et al., «Results of the service quality survey of the nursing schools>,
New Medicine, 2012-January/1 (2012), oo. 25-30.

e The competitiveness of a service organization is expressed through service quality (Lewis
1989). Good quality services or high client satisfaction is very important to contemporary
service organizations (hung 2003). The service quality is important both for public and
private businesses and service sectors (Zahari 2008). Therefore, we used SERVQUAL
model in our study which looks at the gap between the expectations of the trainees or
clients and the perception of actual services they received in order to define and evaluate
quality. As the higher education system is rapidly developing in the increasingly globalized
world, The universities of highly developed countries like European Union, US, Japan
and even China, South Africa, Malaysia, Greece and Iran, are using SERVQUAL model
to evaluate their training service quality. Therefore, the purpose of our research was to
evaluate quality of training ser vices provided by public nursing schools using SERVQUAL
(Model of Service Quality), which is widely used throughout the world. The survey was
conducted using random sampling among 545 students studying in 4 urban and rural
nursing schools or medical colleges in 2011. all indicators of SERVQUAL model showed
in overall negative gap results and the lowest gap result or the least scored dimensions
of service quality was empathy(-0.07) and tangibles (-0.08). Total service quality was
(0.10) or posi tive. there was a significant gap (p \textless 0.001) between the students’
expectations and perceptions in all five indicators of SERVQUAL. The needs and socio-
economic status of students enrolled in the nursing schools differ widely depending on
the location, whether it is the capital city or rural areas. That is why the expectations of
nursing students are different which leads to diverse and contrasting perception gaps on
the services they receiver service quality.

e Problem Statement: The island of Cyprus, due to its strategic location, was under the
influence of many conquerors throughout the centuries. Cultural traces of these captors
have survived to the present day. This long, turbulent history has had a profound effect
on the Cypriot educational system, with the most recent influence being the impact of the
British Administration during the 19th and 20th centuries. Purpose of Study: This article
attempts to reveal the influence and consequences of British Colonial policies on education,
focussing on curriculum and its aims in the 20th century. The emphasis is more on the
opinion of the recipients of education concerning their experience with the education
system and their perception of its success or failure rather than on the aims and goals as
set by the administrators and educators. Methods: This study encompasses a qualitative
research approach to gain in-depth data based on interviews of Turkish-Cypriots and
Greek-Cypriots of different backgrounds who were students during the colonial times.
The data regarding issues of primary and secondary school curriculum and its aims,
nationalism and religion at schools, identity, and ties between the two communities and
their "motherlands” was recorded, analysed thematically, and presented in detail. Findings
and Results: By implementing sometimes extreme measures, the British followed the
tactic of "Divide and Rule” which led the two communities to ethic division. The authors
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discern the trends of the British Colonial policies towards the establishment of a more
British society, which was accomplished by influencing the educational and sociopolitical
aspects of life on the island. Conclusions: The British educational policies helped both
Turkish and Greek Cypriots to create ethno-nationalism, which inspired the subsequent
resistance of both communities. Although it is apparent that Cypriots placed a high value
on education, this development was confined only within the context of being Greek or
Turkish. Indeed, it would appear that within a curricula context, for the most part, this
served as a forum in which all parties sought to construct national identities. The cost
remains to be seen.

PavratoLocou, NEKTARIA; FaAs, DANIEL, «How “intercultural” is education in Greece?

Insights from policymakers and educators», Compare-A Journal of Comparative and Inter-
national Education, 42/4 (2012), oo. 563-584.

e Schools in Greece, particularly in inner-city areas, have seen a considerable increase in
the number of migrant students over the past two decades. In this article, we discuss the
intercultural education policy, which was introduced in 1996, in response to the migration
and diversity the country has seen since the mid-1980s. We explore how policymakers and
other stakeholders in the field of education have defined the notion of interculturalism and
its implementation in schools. Our discussions draw on two separate studies, which used
very similar tools and methods to elicit information. The article provides new insights from
educators about how to respond to Greece’s diverse student population. The results not
only highlight gaps between government policy and school practice, differences between
traditionalists and progressivists, but also show that Greece has still a long way to go, to
leave behind its ethnocentric image and fully implement intercultural education within
all public schools, not only in the so-called intercultural schools.

PavLLa, MARINA; PoTarl, DESPINA; SPYROU, PANAGIOTIS, «Secondary School Students’
Understanding of Mathematical Induction: Structural Characteristics and the Process
of Proof Construction», International Journal of Science and Mathematics Education, 10/5

(2012), oo. 1023-1045.

¢ In this study, we investigate the meaning students attribute to the structure of mathematical
induction (MI) and the process of proof construction using mathematical induction in the
context of a geometric recursion problem. Two hundred and thirteen 17-year-old students
of an upper secondary school in Greece participated in the study. Students’ responses in
3 written tasks and the interviews with 18 of them are analyzed. Though MI is treated
operationally in school, the students, when challenged, started to recognize the structural
characteristics of MI. In the case of proof construction, we identified 2 types of transition
from argumentation to proof, interwoven in the structure of the geometrical pattern. In
the first type, MI was applied to the algebraic statement that derived from the direct
translation of the geometrical situation. In the second type, MI was embedded functionally
in the geometrical structure of the pattern.

PANAGIOTAKOPOULOS, A., «<Employability skills development in Greek higher education
institutions (HEIs): Implications for policy makers», Higher Education, Skills and Work-
based Learning, 2/2 (2012), oo. 141-150.

e Purpose - The purpose of this paper is to look at the employability skills development
efforts of Greek higher education institutions (HEIs) and recommend ways to help them
create the employable graduate. Design/methodology/approach - The paper draws on
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extensive secondary data analysis. Findings - It is revealed that HEIs in Greece have
failed, so far, to integrate key skills into their curriculum and as a result graduates are
not equipped with a range of skills designed to be of practical value in the world of work.
The paper argues that there is an immediate need for policy makers to develop a national
policy on key skills in HE, in order to help students secure employment, as well as help
domestic firms meet their skill needs. Practical implications - The paper indicates that the
role of HEIs in the country remains undermined. In this context it is suggested that a
graduate apprenticeship scheme needs to be developed to prepare graduates for the world
of employment and that stand-alone modules around key skills should be incorporated
into each program of study. Additionally, deans, departmental leaders and teaching staff
should commit themselves towards skills initiatives and should work towards developing a
skills-based curriculum that would equip students with marketable skills. Originality/value
- The paper informs the existing literature about the employability development efforts
of HEIs in the context of an advancing country, where the current understanding is very
limited.

PanacioTis, G.; NIKOLAREA, E., «Primary school pupils’ ICT literacy in Northern
Aegean», Mediterranean Journal of Social Sciences, 3/1 (2012), oo. 21-31.

e The present research is part of the outcomes of a wider research that explores the ICT
[Information Communication Technology] applications to Greek Public Primary Schools
and their impact on teaching, learning and cognitive processes as well as on pupils’ be-
havioural adaptation, according to Primary Education Teachers’ opinions and the Pupils
of the 5th and 6th Grades of Greek Public Regular and Day-long Primary School (DLPS).
The research sample consisted of 316 pupils, of the 5th and 6th Grades of (Public) Pri-
mary Schools in Northern Aegean. Of the pupils, 153 (48.4% ) were boys and 163 (51.6%
) were girls. In the outcomes, it is discussed about pupils’ opinions on the degree of their
acquisition of basic ICT skills, as mentioned in the Greek Primary School Curriculum.

e Background: Innovations in the scientific, technological, and sociological environment
have resulted in the need for continual expansion of competencies into new areas of
knowledge and skills. In this context, continuing professional education (CP?) for nurses
has become essential for the ensurance and improvement of quality nursing practice. Aim:
This review aimed to (a) provide an understanding of what CPE entails or should entail,
and (b) identify the reasons that motivate individuals, and especially nurses, to take part in
continuing educational activities. Method: Literature review based on both review and re-
search articles, conducted during the period 1977-2012, derived from Medline, Scopus and
IATPOTE databases, using as key-words: “Continuing professional education”, ”continu-
ing nursing education”, "educational programmes”, “nurse”, “motivation”, “motivational
reasons”, “'participation” Results: Most definitions of CPE underlined the significance of
self-directed education (informal) and planned or in-service educational activities (for-
mal) as necessary dimensions for the enhancement of nursing practice to improve public
health. On this basis, study has been made of the phenomenon of nursing staff partici-
pation, and the reasons that motivate individuals to take part in continuing educational
activities have been investigated. Research findings indicate that participation in CPE was
primarily influenced by a desire for professional development and improvement, which
showed that nursing professionals were interested in participating for reasons related to
obtaining knowledge and skills they could use in their current or future work, in order to
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meet better the external stakeholders’ expectations. In addition, professional and personal
factors, including work shift, position, academic level and age exerted significant effects on
their participation in CPE. Conclusions: There is a strongly held assumption that CPE in
nursing produces benefits for nurses, patients and the nursing service. When the reasons
for participation are considered, programme planning, promotion and teaching strategies
could be more closely related to specific educational needs. In spite of a growth in the
literature pertaining to motivational orientations in the participation of nursing staff in
CPE no evidence on this topic has been produced in Greece.

Panavipes, P.; WALKER, M. J., «Evaluation of the psychometric properties of the
internet addiction test (IAT) in a sample of Cypriot high school students: The Rasch
measurement perspective», Europe’s Journal of Psychology, 8/3 (2012), oo.

e As Greek Cypriot senior high school teachers, the researchers believe that instruments
assessing Internet addiction should be developed and validated for use wherever there are
adolescents (the most at-risk population) and Internet access. The purpose of the study
was to evaluate the psychometric properties of the Internet Addiction Test (IAT). A sample
of 604 randomly selected high school students from five high schools in Limassol, Cyprus
participated in the study. The Rasch Rating Scale Model was used for the analyses of the
data collected. Results suggested the modification of the IAT in two ways. First, the 5-point
rating scale was replaced by a 3-point scale, which was found to be optimal in the pilot
study. Second, item 8 was replaced by a self-rating item because it was found to be identical
to item 6 both statistically and semantically. The respondents’ reliability was satistfactory
(0.86) and item reliability very high (0.99). All 20 items were sufficiently spread out and
describe distinct levels along the variable and do define a linear continuum of increasing
difficulty. All the evidence collected supports the unidimensionality and the high degree
of construct validity of the scale. Finally four recommendations for the modification of
the scale and future research are proposed.

e The present study aimed at recording the views of unemployed women having attended
Vocational Education and Training (VET) programmes in Greece, concerning their con-
tribution to tackling unemployment and support for entering or reentering the labour
market. Findings indicated that women mostly affected by unemployment in Greece are
in a productive age, whilst the causes of female unemployment are mostly related to lack
of appropriate employment, as well as family engagements. The contribution of {VET}
programmes was considered valuable by most respondents, on the grounds of acquiring
additional knowledge and skills and subsequently enhancing their employability.

Parapakis, S. et al., «Integrating LMSs in the educational process: Greek teachers’
initial perceptions about LAMS>, Turkish Online Journal of Distance Education, 13/4 (2012),

e E-learning with the use of Learning Management Systems, has been increasingly adopted
in Primary, Secondary and Higher Education with the expectation to increase students’
motivation and infuse activity-centred learning strategies with various educational benefits.
This study has investigated the initial perceptions of Greek teachers about the integration
of LAMS, a Learning Activity Management System, in the educational praxis. Through
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a multifaceted research method, involving a small scale participatory action research, the
research team attempted to investigate the preconditions required to integrate LAMS in
the everyday lesson. Two tutorial workshops were organized with the participation of
46 educators from geographically diverse urban areas, from K-12 to Tertiary Education.
Results indicated that teachers have developed a positive attitude towards LAMS and
the use of collaborative online tools during the educational process. Although teachers
have certain objections on integrating LMSs, which stem mainly from the current status
of the Greek educational system, they accept relative advantages of integrating online
collaborative approaches over the traditional face-to-face approach. Well-organized and
carefully implemented tutorial workshops can spark teachers’ interest and bring about
change in the educational process. Small scale interventions such as these can prove to
foster dialogue among teachers of various backgrounds and set the foundations to create
online communities of practice for innovative teachers.

PaPaAKYRIAKOPOULOS, C., «<SEBDs and the mental processing biases suggested by school-
based data collection with children aged 8-12 in Greece: An important finding and

suggestions for future research», International Perspectives on Inclusive Education, 2 (2012),
oo.

e This chapter explores the simultaneous effects of the independent variables of social
cognition (social information processing) and of self-esteem/global self-worth on clinically
and research-derived measures of problem behaviour in children aged 8-12 (dependent
variables). The specific aims are to develop and test a school-based standardised model for
better screening of SEBDs in Greece in children 8-12 years old and analyse in-depth the
inferred patterns of mental processing of SEBD-screened children from the data collected
in one-on-one interviews. The hypothesis is that groups of particular children will emerge
that share similar characteristics in their social information processing styles and their
proposed reactions to challenging social interactions. Evidently, these findings could lead
to a suggestive discussion of school-based approaches to interventions. The study presents
evidence for this hypothesis, suggesting the existence of three separate groups in the
sample. The sample included 240 children assigned in two groups, the experimental
and the control, each containing 120 closely matched cases. The exploratory analysis of
the outcomes reveals an identified mental processing bias in attributing causality and
in behaviour response selection that is consistent enough to suggest the bias may be as
organised in the brain as a "hard-wired’ function.

Step
by step, it outlines the efforts of prominent Greek anatomists to establish the course of
the basic science of anatomy in the newly founded Medical School, the laborious effort
to collect cadaveric material, to compile museum anatomical collections and to gradually
build the foundations of modern anatomy science at the Medical School of the Athenian
University.

e Purpose: This paper aims to explore and analyse the impact of higher education pro-
grammes, structures and culture on students’ entrepreneurship intentions and attitudes.
It investigates the relationships between education and entrepreneurship using a case
study research approach. Design/methodology/approach: During the academic year 2008-
2009, a questionnaire survey was distributed to a sample of 603 first-year and final-year
students studying business and management studies at two public HEIs in Greece. Fur-
thermore a series of in-depth and semi-structured interviews was conducted with students
in order to capture the integral aspects of the phenomena under investigation (i.e. a more
comprehensive understanding of the students’ adverse intentions towards entrepreneur-
ship), and with faculty members in order to enter their perspective on entrepreneurship
and education, as well as unveil the structure (rules and regulations) and the culture
(shared beliefs and attitudes) of HEIs. Findings: The findings suggest that students’ en-
trepreneurial intentions and aspirations deteriorate during their four-year studies in uni-
versities, and that faculty members lack the mentality towards entrepreneurship education.
Furthermore, the research data reveal that the structure and regulations of universities in
Greece prohibit the commercialisation of knowledge, technology transfers, spin-off enter-
prises and industry-university collaborations. Originality/value: Although the benefits of
entrepreneurship education have been much extolled by researchers and policy makers
in the advanced economies of the world, the impact that non-entrepreneurial higher ed-
ucation programmes and cultures have on students’ entrepreneurial intentions has never
been tested before in the less developed regions of Europe. This study addresses this
issue.

e New technologies are widely used in several domains of human activity and business,
including education, because of their positive impact on information management and
service delivery. Considering technology’s ability to provide for advanced and updated
technological tools and applications, information and communication technologies (ICT)
have been increasingly incorporated into school administration, in order to improve the
organization of official data and to facilitate administrative transactions. This research aims
to determine the level of technological infrastructure present in Greek kindergarten schools
and also to examine the extent to which this equipment meets their administrative needs,
as well as the conditions that influence the implementation of ICT in school management.

e Students involved in bullying incidents at school adopt a specific status type (bully,
victim, bully-victim, not-involved). This paper attempts to present an analytic picture of
these four status types using a large, representative sample of n = 3869 of the Greek
student population from primary and secondary schools. Results indicate that almost half
of the participating students at both school levels were classified as bullies, victims, or
bully-victims. Significant differences were noted among the four status types and across
school levels in terms of individual, school-related, and bullying-related characteristics.
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The phenomenon appears to get worse in secondary school. Implications for practice are
also discussed.

Quinaui-Corta, L.; MorRALES-FIGUEROA, G.-G., «Persistence of intestinal parasitic infec-
tions during the national de-worming campaign in schoolchildren of northwestern
Mexico: A cross-sectional study», Annals of Gastroenterology, 25/1 (2012), oo.

e Background Intestinal parasitism remains a public health challenge in northwestern
Mexico even when a twice yearly single dose of albendazole (400 mg) is administered
to schoolchildren. We aimed to determine the current prevalence of intestinal parasitic
infections in schoolchildren of northwestern Mexico. Methods The Faust and Kato Katz
techniques were used to detect and identify the intestinal parasite species. One thousand
two hundred and seventy eight children from 12 public schools were invited to participate
in this study; 312 children participated in September 2003. Results Sixty eight percent
of the subjects had intestinal parasites, 63% had protozoan infections, and 29% , 16%
and 10% were infected with Giardia duodenalis, Hymenolepsis nana, and Entamoeba
histolytica/dispar/moshkovskii respectively. Fifty children excreted eggs of Hymenolepsis
nana. Conclusion Educational strategies should be considered to support the national
de-worming campaign, because albendazole alone will not sufficiently improve the health
conditions of vulnerable populations.

e The present study is aimed at examining the level of quality and care provided by Greek
preschool programmes, from the researcher’s and early childhood educators’ perspectives
and verify whether they evaluate with the same way. Research results indicate that accord-
ing to the researcher’s assessment both preschool and infant/toddler classrooms provide
care and education of adequate quality, whereas according to early childhood educators
their classrooms (both preschool and infant/toddler) provide care and education of good
quality. Correlation analysis indicated that early childhood educators rated higher the
quality of care and education provided by them compared with researcher. Years of expe-
rience and level of education have been found to correlate with early childhood educators’
ratings. Thus, the type of setting has been found to correlate both with the researcher’s
and the early childhood educators’ ratings. Research results suggest that the quality of
care and education is a relative concept and substantiating previous research results high-
light the need to take into account the perspectives of all those involved (parents, children
and educators) when we attempt to define and evaluate the quality.

Reypon, Traomas A. C.; Kampourakis, Kostas; PATRINOS, GEORGE P., «Genetics,
genomics and society: the responsibilities of scientists for science communication and
education», Personalized Medicine, 9/6 (2012), oco.

e Misconceptions about genetics and genomics, such as notions of genetic determinism and
the existence of ‘genes for’ particular traits, are widespread both in educational contexts
and in the public perception of genetics and genomics. Owing to such misunderstandings,
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the prospect of personalized medicine often raises concerns with the general public about
possible adverse societal consequences of the technologies that are implemented. Among
the questions that are to be addressed in this context are: to what extent is personalized
medical treatment possible? Does it require access to sensitive personal data? Who should
be given such access? What other ethical issues might be raised by personalized medicine?
How could these be answered? We argue that scientists have a professional responsibility
to effectively communicate current knowledge and views about potential applications to
the public in order to better address and resolve such issues.

e This paper examines whether differences in welfare regimes shape the incentives to work
and get educated. Using microeconomic data for more than 100 000 European individ-
uals, we show that welfare regimes make a difference for wages and education. First,
people-based and household- based effects (internal returns to education, and household
wage and education externalities) generate socioeconomic incentives for people to get an
education and work which are stronger in countries with the weakest welfare systems,
that is, those with what is known as ‘residual’ welfare regimes (Greece, Italy, Spain and
Portugal). Second, place-based effects and, more specifically, differences in regional wage
per capita and educational endowment and in regional interpersonal income and edu-
cational inequality, also influence wages and education in different ways across welfare
regimes. Place-based effects have the greatest impact in the Nordic social-democratic wel-
fare systems. The results are robust to the inclusion of a large number of people-based
and place-based controls.

RonTou, M., «Contradictions around differentiation for pupils with dyslexia learning
English as a Foreign Language at secondary school», Support for Learning, 27/4 (2012),
oo. 140-149.

e This article deals with differentiation of teaching methods and extra time in class for
pupils with dyslexia by English as a Foreign Language (EFL) teachers in two Greek state
secondary schools. Activity theory is applied to analyse the contradictions that emerge
around the issue of differentiation for pupils with dyslexia from data compiled from
interviews with teachers, pupils and parents and field notes from lesson observations
across two schools. The analysis shows that contradictions are created when participants
try to achieve their goals for differentiation by lack of teachers’ knowledge, inadequate
diagnosis, unclear school and Ministry policy, short duration of lessons and the number
of pupils in class. The findings suggest the necessity of teacher training in dyslexia and
the improvement of school and Ministry policy.

education and training for individuals in Europe», Journal of Vocational Education and
Training, 64/3 (2012), oo.

e This article investigates the social benefits of initial vocational education and training
(VET) for individuals in different European contexts. Drawing on data from the Eu-
ropean Community Household Panel, results show that initial VET is associated with
positive changes in social outcomes for individuals across Europe. Health benefits were
mainly found in egalitarian contexts such as Sweden whereas benefits in terms of civic
participation were mainly found in countries that reward participation in civil society
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such as Sweden and Austria or where participation in voluntary activities may be seen
as an insurance to avoid falling into unemployment, for instance in Italy, Greece, and
Spain. Overall, the benefits of initial VET for individuals are possibly where there are
institutional factors that support the formation of these benefits.

SAKELLARIOU, M.; RENTZOU, K., «Comparing beliefs about and practices of develop-

mentally appropriate practices among Greek and Cypriot pre-service kindergarten
teachers», Early Child Development and Care, 182/10 (2012), oo. 1309-1324.

o Considering the potentially important influence of teachers’ beliefs on their practices, the
purpose of the present study was to examine what, if anything, pre-service kindergarten
teachers from Greece and Cyprus had in common in terms of self-reported beliefs and
self-reported practices related to the National Association for the Education of Young
Children’s policy statement for developmentally appropriate practices. Pearson correla-
tions and one-way analysis of variance were used to compare overall mean scores for
beliefs measured by the Teachers Beliefs Scale to those of practices measured by the In-
structional Activities Scale. Research analyses revealed both similarities and differences
as far as Cypriots’ and Greeks’ beliefs and practices are concerned. Nationality has been
found to be correlated with the mean score assigned in the total survey. Further, beliefs
have been found to predict self-reported practices.

SavLaprpa-ELioPouLou, A., «Music evolution in ancient Greece and the value of music
education in Pseudo-Plutarch’s de Musica», Schole, 6/1 (2012), co. 76-86.

e A treatise De musica, ascribed to Plutarch (the 2nd c. AD), reflects the music evolution
from the beginning of this art in archaic Greece until the early Hellenistic period. Initially,
within the spiritual life and the education of the citizens the importance of music education
was extremely high. Gradually, during the years, and even since the last part of the 5th c.
BC, music, after centuries of dominance, appeared in the spiritual life of the Greeks not as a
prevailing feature but as a subsiding one. It was even difficult to maintain its position in the
educational system. The participants of the dialogue (the rich host Onesicrates, a musician
Lysias and an educated man Soterichus) have been gathered to discuss, investigate and
highlight the reasons why this decadence of the role of music has happened, by citing the
musicians and recollecting the innovations they brought in the musical practise since the
beginning of its history. In the book, apart from the list of musicians and the technical
developments they invented, we find information about the views of Pythagoras, Plato,
Aristotle and others about the value that music used to have in ancient Greece. The
paideutic and moral value of music was the reason why it played a very important role in
the education and the three men adopt the most traditionalistic approach and conclude
that the technical improvements made it lost ground in favor of the literary studies.

SavLta, KATERINA et al., «Discovering factors that influence the decision to pursue a
chemistry-related career: A comparative analysis of the experiences of non scientist
adults and chemistry teachers in Greece», Chemistry Education Research and Practice, 13/4
(2012), oo. 437-446.

e This study aims at identifying factors that influence students’ choice not to pursue a
chemistry-related career by analyzing the experiences of secondary education chemistry
teachers in Greece and of Greek adults who have not pursued studies related to science.
Data collection was done with the method of individual structured interviews. The com-
parative analysis of the answers given by 10 adults and 10 chemistry teachers, shows
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that there is a noteworthy agreement between the factors pointed out by the two inde-
pendent groups. These factors-proposed to form an interconnected grid-are related to the
following issues: the nature of school chemistry, the instructional content and context, the
students’ characteristics and the status of chemistry in the Greek educational system and
Greek society.

e Introduction. The introductory part of this paper underlines the research interest of the
educational community in the issue of non-verbal communication in education. The ques-
tion for the introduction of this scientific field in Greek education enter within the context
of this research which include many aspects. Method. The paper essentially refers to the
methodological problems that arise in the research field of nonverbal communication in
education, as they have been recorded at international level. Regarding the investigation
of the introduction of non-verbal communication in the Greek educational system, a liter-
ature review in all relevant Greek published books, articles, conference proceedings and
dissertations has been conducted, following the method of content analysis. Results. The
content analysis revealed that in Greece, during the last two decades, only a few books
have been published focusing on some research aspects of nonverbal communication in
education. Many articles in journals and conference proceedings and just four doctoral
theses have been published too. Conclusion. The research on non-verbal communication
in Greek education is still at an early stage and thus, needs great reinforcement because the
specificity of non-verbal communication as a pedagogical strategy. The interest of Greek
Ministry of Education seems to have a small but positive effect due to the introduction of
some issues for the development of non-verbal communication skills in modern textbooks
and manuals for teachers. In spite of this, the future of introduction of non-verbal com-
munication in the Greek education could become promising by making more and more
specialized research focusing on teachers’ efforts to develop and implement programs for
improving non-verbal communicative behavior in school environment.

StamEeLos, G.; VassiLorouLos, A.; BARTZAKLI, M., «Understanding the difficulties of
implementation of a teachers’ evaluation system in Greek primary education: From

e This article delves into the reactions of national institutions to various external stimuli
originating from supra-national policies formulated by international organisms and other
bureaucracies. The authors argue that such stimuli, when ignoring various previous ar-
rangements developed in a given social and/or historic (national) context, may disrupt the
institution’s balance. In particular, they create divergence among the three pillars - norma-
tive, regulative and cultural-cognitive - around which an institution is built and lead the
main actors involved with it - players - to act with the aim to best serve their own interests.
In the case of Greece the attempt on the part of the Greek government to establish a sys-
tem of evaluation at the level of primary education - following the country’s participation
into the European Union - led to severe conflict among the actors involved and to the
institution’s neutralisation. Accordingly, the level of divergence between what is desirable
(normative pillar), what is established by law (regulative pillar) and everyday practice
(culturalcognitive pillar) became larger. Finally, the problematic institution’s function re-
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sulted to an even more serious crisis, which could well be interpreted as ’creolisation’ of
the Greek education system.

of a Sample of Children with Autism Spectrum Disorders in Greece», Research in
Autism Spectrum Disorders, 6/4 (2012), oo. 1297-1303.

e The aim of this study is to describe the developmental, familial and educational character-
istics of 91 children with a clinical diagnosis of autism spectrum disorders (ASDs), from
one educational district of Athens, Greece. Records of the 91 children, aged 4—14 years
old, were examined with respect to sex, age of diagnosis, type of ASDs, school placement,
co-existing disorders, parental ages, type of conception, prematurity and birth order. The
results indicated that the boy:girl ratio was 4.3:1 while the average age of diagnosis was 6
years which implies a delay in the early detection of ASDs. Children with typical autism
constituted 80% of the sample, while the Asperger group constituted 20% . The majority
of pupils were served in general education, and only a small percentage attended special
schools. The preferable type of support was one-to-one support in the classroom (47% ).
Among the most common disorders that coexist with the {ASDs} was ADHD, epilepsy,
dyslexia and learning difficulties. Interesting findings were obtained for the advanced
parental age, birth order and the relationship of assisted conception and premature birth
with the presence of autism. The present study offers some useful insights about the
characteristics of {ASDs} in a Greek school-based sample.

STAVROULA, B., «The use of Greek working women’s leisure time in educational activi-
ties», Review of European Studies, 4/2 (2012), oo. 78-88.

e During the last three decades, there have been significant changes in the lives of women
in Greece. Women'’s role and status have been upgraded; their way of life has undergone
a complete transformation by work changing the management of domestic, professional
and personal time. Within these different temporalities of their everyday lives; a con-
tradictory social time named leisure is raised; and it is in this way that a struggle for
personal advancement; and self expression arises and is accomplished by constructively
and creatively making the most of this leisure time. The purpose of this study is to explore
the practices and the meanings of education during women’s leisure time; as well as the
motives and the intentions that urge them to take part in the corresponding educative
activities. The method of the study was qualitative, through an individual interview of
women who already made the most of their leisure time educational. The main findings
of this study show that women with a basic education consider learning during their free
time necessary for their personal development; as well as the creative development of
their skills; while seeking social support and educational programs that are equivalent to
their real personal and professional needs.

STELLAKIS, NEKTARIOS, «Greek kindergarten teachers’ beliefs and practices in early
literacy», Literacy, 46/2 (2012), oo. 67-72.

e This work describes a survey conducted in Syros Island in Greece. The intention was
to ascertain kindergarten teachers’ perceptions about early literacy and the skills and
knowledge they consider as important for pre-school aged children. The participants
were all the kindergarten teachers of the island (N = 19) and the data were collected
during a workshop where three groups tried to make a conceptual map of literacy. The
results show that, overall, kindergarten teachers adopt a very broad definition of literacy

as communication ability but restrict their practices to phonics instruction. Because this
attitude differs significantly from the provisions of the official curriculum, which is based
on emergent literacy perspective, it is obvious that due to the lack of specialised education
and support the participants prefer a hidden curriculum, which is based on the assumption
that mere acquaintance with graphophonemic relations is enough for the initial level
of education. The findings of this research show that teachers lack awareness of recent
research and pedagogy concerning early literacy development and demonstrate the urgent
need for development of specialised educational programmes for in-service kindergarten
teachers.

StroEscU, OANA-CAMELIA; PopA, DORIN, «The Influence of Language on the Collective
Perception of Alterity: A Study on the Image of Turks in the Greek Media and the
Potential for Education», Procedia - Social and Behavioral Sciences, 69 (2012), oo. 614-620.

e ‘Eat your food, child, or else the Turk will come and take you away’. This is a common
Greek stereotype about the Turks, illustrating them as bogeyman. But why Greeks have a
bad image of their eastern neighbors? The present study has its source of inspiration in a
wider research we are currently undergoing, related to the Greek-Turkish relations in the
second half of the 20th century and the stereotypes about the Turkish people, promoted
by the Greek media. In this paper we aim at remonstrating that the Greek press reinforces
ethnic categorization and stereotypes during the bilateral crises, thus cultivating a negative
image of the neighbor.

SYNNEFA, A.; SALIARI, M.; SANTAMOURIS, M., «Experimental and numerical assessment

of the impact of increased roof reflectance on a school building in Athens», Energy
and Buildings, 55 (2012), oo. 7-15.

e This paper describes an effort to estimate the impact of a cool roof (characterised by
increased solar reflectance compared to the initial roof and high infrared emittance) on
the energy performance and thermal behaviour of a non-cooled school building in Athens,
Greece. An experimental monitoring campaign has been carried out before and after the
application of a white elastomeric coating with a solar reflectance of 0.89 on the roof of
the building. The air and surface temperature of the building have been measured and a
set of meteorological parameters have been collected. An infrared camera has been used to
depict the differences in the surface temperature before and after the cool roof application.
The monitoring results are complemented and supported by building simulation. The
building has been modelled into TRNSYS software and the model has been calibrated
and validated using the experimental data. Simulation results show a decrease in the
air temperature in the classes that reaches 2.8 degrees C and a decrease in the annual
cooling load by 40%. The corresponding heating penalty (i.e. the increase of heating
load) is 10%. Additionally, the impact of the cool roof on thermal comfort, peak power
and surface temperature has been assessed.

TANTSCHEV, IVAN, «The Bulgarians in the Institutions of Higher Education in Greece
(1878-1912).», Bulgarian Historical Review-Revue Bulgare d’ Histoire, 3-4 (2012), oo. 175-
192.

e On the basis of archival and other sources which have not been used so far the author
examines the problem of the Bulgarians who attended Greek institutions of higher edu-
cation in the period 1878-1912. He specifies that the total number of the Bulgarians who
studied at University of Athens and in other institutions for professional education was
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about 107. Definitely, the majority of them preferred university studies (82%). The divi-
sion of subjects included: medicine (55%), law (13%), obstetrics (10%), philology (4%),
as well as pharmacy, theology, fine arts.

TassopouLros, [.X.; BELIGIANNIS, G.N., «A hybrid particle swarm optimization based
algorithm for high school timetabling problems, Applied Soft Computing Journal, 12/11
(2012), oo. 3472-3489.

e In this contribution a hybrid particle swarm optimization (PSO) based algorithm is applied
to high school timetabling problems. The proposed PSO based algorithm is used for
creating feasible and efficient high school timetables. In order to demonstrate the efficiency
of the proposed PSO based algorithm, experiments with real-world input data coming
from many different Greek high schools have been conducted. Computational results show
that the proposed hybrid PSO based algorithm performs better than existing approaches
applied to the same school timetabling input instances using the same evaluation criteria.

TassopouLos, Ioannis X.; BELIGiIANNIS, GRIGORIOS N., «Using particle swarm opti-
mization to solve effectively the school timetabling problem», Soft Computing, 16/7, SI
(2012), oo. 1229-1252.

e A new hybrid adaptive algorithm based on particle swarm optimization (PSO) is de-
signed, developed and applied to the high school timetabling problem. The proposed PSO
algorithm is used to create feasible and efficient timetables for high schools in Greece. Ex-
periments with real-world data coming from different high schools have been conducted
to show the efficiency of the proposed PSO algorithm. As well as that, the algorithm has
been compared with four other effective techniques found in the literature to demonstrate
its efficiency and superior performance. In order to have a fair comparison with these
algorithms, we decided to use the exact same input instances used by these algorithms.
The proposed PSO algorithm outperforms, in most cases, other existing attempts to solve
the same problem as shown by experimental results.

Tsamapias, C.; PrRoNTzAS, P., «The effect of education on economic growth in Greece
over the 1960-2000 period», Education Economics, 20/5 (2012), oo. 522-537.

e This paper examines the impact of education on economic growth in Greece over the
period 1960-2000 by applying the model introduced by Mankiw, Romer, and Weil. The
findings of the empirical analysis reveal that education had a positive and statistically sig-
nificant effect on economic growth in Greece over the period 1960-2000. The econometric
model explained up to 66% of the variation of the economic growth rate through the
variation of the independent variables (physical capital, human capital, and labor). More
specifically, when the coefficient of education is estimated using time lags, the contribu-
tion of the annual differences of human capital growth to the annual differences of GDP
growth has been estimated from an annual 0.64% up to 0.81% .

TsiLiGIANNI, [oANNA G. et al., «The association between alcohol and tobacco use among
elementary and high school students in Crete, Greece», Tobacco Induced Diseases, 10
(2012).

e Background: Tobacco and alcohol use during adolescence have potential long term
health consequences and a possibility of future addiction. Methods: This cross sectional
study took place in 2007 among a convenience sample of 981 adolescents from public
elementary and high schools in Eastern Crete, Greece. Following parental consent, an
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anonymous structured questionnaire including information on personal and family use of
alcohol and tobacco was distributed. Results: Among the entire study population, cigarette
experimentation was found to be associated with current alcohol use, with an Adjusted
Odds Ratio (aOR) of 38.8; (95%C.I: 5.33-58.2) and with having a smoker in the immediate
family (aOR 10.3; 95%C.I: 3.14-34.0). Among the subset of elementary school children,
cigarette smoking was strongly associated with current alcohol use aOR 9.7; (95%C.1I: 2.12-
44.3), while the association between smoking experimentation and sibling and parental
alcohol use was statistically significant within the entire population (however not among
elementary students) with an aOR of 2.76 (95%C.I: 1.24-6.15) and aOR 3.66, (95%C.I:
1.97-6.81) respectively. The elementary child’s gender was not found to be associated with
cigarette experimentation among this study population. Conclusions: Strong associations
were found between alcohol use and tobacco experimentation. The potential parental
influence on consequent adolescent tobacco and alcohol use was also noted. Potential
community based interventions, if launched in Greece, should take the role of the Greek
family into account.

TyrLIDIS, A. et al., «<Epidemiology of school fractures: A 1-year experience in Greek
facilitation classes», Journal of Human Sport and Exercise, 7/2 (2012), oo. 589-598.

o Tyflidis A, Kipreos G, Tripolitsioti A, Stergioulas A. Epidemiology of school fractures: a
1-year experience in Greek facilitation classes. J. Hum. Sport Exerc. Vol. 7, No. 2, pp. 589-
598, 2012. The purpose of this study was to record bone fractures that were sustained by
student-athletes of the Greek Athletic Facilitation Classes (AFC) during a 1-year period.
The researchers examined 7455 male and 4921 female student-athletes from September
2006 until May 2007. All fractures were recorded by the Physical Education Teachers of
the AFC with the cooperation of orthopaedic doctors, were entered into SPSS and were
analysed with the Chi Square non-parametric test. In one year, 129 fractures in total
were recorded, and this figure accounted for 11.4% of all injuries sustained by student-
athletes of the Greek AFC. Results showed that male student-athletes sustained more
fractures than females (67.4% vs. 32.6% , p& 1t;0.001). The highest rate of fractures
occurred in soccer and basketball, where male student-athletes sustained more fractures
than females (78.3% vs. 21.8% , p& 1t;0.05). Most injuries occurred in male student-
athletes who were residence of the urban region (78.4% vs. 21.6% , p& 1t;0.05). Results
showed that most fractures occurred during the month of February (X 2=13.12, df=8, p&
1t;0.05). The training surfaces on which most fractures occurred was the parquet and the
synthetic floor. Overall, fractures of the wrist; metacarpal bones-fingers, and medial-lateral
malleollus were the most common injuries observed. Fractures did not require expensive,
medical, diagnostic imaging examinations and the total rehabilitation cost in most cases
did not exceed 100 Euros.

VALANIDOU, A.; JONES, ]., «Teaching Greek in multicultural, primary classrooms: Teach-
ers’ perceptions of the challenges in four Greek-Cypriot primary schools», Cyprus
Review, 24/1 (2012), oo. 119-145.

e This study investigates the teachers’ perspective of the challenges in the teaching of Greek
in multilingual classrooms in four Greek-Cypriot (G/C) state primary schools in a large
town in Cyprus where students, whose native tongue is not Greek, are part of mainstream
classrooms. Teachers of Greek who were interviewed identified many challenges citing
a lack of appropriate pedagogical and curricular guidelines, resources and training for
teaching diverse students in multilingual classrooms as well as a lack of parental support.
The teachers claimed little, if any, knowledge of bilingualism and felt alone in their task.
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Factors were identified in one school with specialist support as having the potential to
create a culture in favour of effective bilingual education. Teachers need opportunities to
develop a dialogue with regard to bilingual pedagogy that would integrate language and
content and create learning targets and appropriate resources for bilingual students, and
to rethink the potential of the linguistic capital in the classroom. At present, the teach-
ers feel inadequately trained, restricted by external pressures and unsupported. Current
curriculum review provides an opportunity for a collaborative dialogue.

VAN LAERE, KATRIEN; PEETERS, JAN; VANDENBROECK, MICHEL, «The Education and

Care Divide: the role of the early childhood workforce in 15 European countries»,
European Journal of Education, 47/4, SI (2012), oo. 527-541.

e International reports on early childhood education and care tend to attach increasing
importance to workforce profiles. Yet a study of 15 European countries reveals that large
numbers of (assistant) staff remain invisible in most international reports. As part of
the CoRe project (Competence Requirements in Early Childhood Education and Care)
we conducted a cross-national survey among experts in Belgium (Flemish- and French-
speaking communities), Croatia, Denmark, France, Greece, Ireland, Italy, Lithuania, the
Netherlands, Poland, Romania, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden and the UK (England and Wales).
The survey explored professional and training profiles not only for formal teaching staff,
but also for the entire workforce, making visible the assistants who are often omitted from
international reports. The proportion of assistant staff varies from a very small percentage
in some European countries to half of the entire workforce in many others. Whereas job
profiles for higher qualified staff often focus on education, profiles for assistants typically
focus on care. Consequently a divide between care and education can be observed, both
in split systems and in integrated systems. In these cases, the concept of education may
be narrowed down to schoolified learning and care may be regarded as subordinate to
education. In several cases, assistants also have less entitlement to ongoing professionali-
sation than educational staff. Consequences of the findings for practice as well as policy
are discussed.

ViLADENI, S.; PETEINAKI, E.; RoussaKI-ScHULZE, A., «Pediculosis capitis: Treatment
options among schoolchildren in Greece», Health Science Journal, 6/4 (2012), oo. 726-
730.

e Background: Pediculosis capitis remains a significant health problem worldwide. Purpose:
It was to record the preferred treatment options against pediculosis capitis in school-age
children in Greece. Method and Material: A randomly selected, stratified sample of schools
from all over Greece was used. A questionnaire with closed and open-type questions
was used. Five thousand, eighty four questionnaires were distributed and 2792 returned.
Descriptive statistics was conducted. Results: Median age of the children was 8 (3-13)
years. 88,6% of the parents answered the would not visit a dermatologist in the case
of pediculosis. Insecticides were the treatment of choice in most cases (80 % ), while
louse comb as a single treatment was preferred by 1 % of the parents. Conclusion: Drugs
remain the main treatment choice in Greece. Dermatologists infrequently treat patients
with pediculosis capitis.

VRyoNIDES, M.; Gouvias, D., «Parents’ aspirations for their children’s educational

and occupational prospects in Greece: The role of social class», International Journal of
Educational Research, 53 (2012), oo. 319-329.
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e This paper focuses on parents and the way they perceive and formulate expectations and
aspirations about their children’s educational and occupational outcomes. Drawing on
evidence from a survey among more than 700 parents of primary school pupils this pa-
per demonstrates that interesting patterns in parental aspirations can be observed. These
patterns can be partly explained by differences in parental social and cultural capital
circulating in the home environment. The discussion of the results evolves around the ar-
gument that families often employ different strategies as a result of their social positioning
which relates to particular social and cultural characteristics that shape distinct habituses
of either success or compromise. This paper contributes to the examination of the often
hidden mechanisms that originate from the family and produce social class differentiation
in education that sustains overall social inequalities in contemporary Greek society and
makes the ideal of equity in and through education still illusive.

ZARAVIGKA, K.; PanNTazis, V., «Equality of the genders in physical education: The
studends’ perceptions», Journal of Physical Education and Sport, 12/3 (2012), oo. 350-357.

e There continues to be an on-going discussion on the issue of gender equality. Despite
the fact that there are fewer inequalities between both genders, several researches on the
issue verified that, even, young people continued to reproduce stereotype perceptions and
that gender inequalities remained obvious. In this research, we tried to investigate the
concept of equality between both genders in taking Physical Education by interrogating
high-school students about their perceptions of their gender. In seeking the factors, which
influenced the formation of students’ perceptions in the educational environment, we
studied the curriculums and syllabuses of the Physical Education modules for the High
School students as well as their education, we asked the instructors for their perceptions
and the expectations of. Our research was based on data which was collected and analyzed
using questionnaires distributed to the students of two High Schools within the greater
area of Athens in Greece. One hundred-forty nine valid questionnaires were collected and
analyzed in order to extract the research results which we present and comment on in
this paper.

Zariris, G. K., <A comparative overview of the status and the main characteristics of
Vocational Education and Training (VET) trainers in South- Eastern Europe», Zbornik
Instituta za Pedagoska Istrazivanja, 44/1 (2012), oo. 24-41.

e This paper is a follow- up to the study "VET trainers in public and private training
institutions” (EAC/09/06 Studies on Trainers in Vocational Education and Training: key
actors to make lifelong learning a reality in Europe LOT 2) that was commissioned by
the European Commission to Research voor Beleid (RvB) & PLATO in 2008. The author
of this paper - which focuses on the professionalization processes of VET trainers and
instructors working in public training organizations in South- Eastern Europe - was in-
volved in the study as a research expert for a cluster of countries that included Bulgaria,
Cyprus, Greece and Turkey. The paper looks upon current issues of VET trainers’ ca-
reer paths, their roles and competencies, their qualification and recruitment processes as
well as the varied policies and professional development activities for this group of peo-
ple, from a comparative perspective. The paper concludes with some recommendations
for improving access and working conditions, supporting professional development and
raising attractiveness of the profession in this part of Europe.

e This article reports on a phenomenological study of 18 Greek-Cypriot teachers’ perceptions
and emotions in relation to the teaching of controversial issues during elementary-level
history instruction. Findings indicate that although participating teachers see the general
value of this approach at the elementary school level, they become less assured when the
discussion shifts to the implementation of this approach in the context of ethnically divided
Cyprus. The authors provide an analysis of (a) the emotional complexities involved in the
teaching of controversial historical issues in the elementary grades, and (b) how elementary
school teachers reflect on the consequences of these complexities for history instruction in
a divided society.

ZEMBYLAS, MICHALINOS; CHARALAMBOUS, PANAYIOTA; CHARALAMBOUS, CONSTADINA,
«Manifestations of Greek-Cypriot Teachers’ Discomfort Toward a Peace Education
Initiative: Engaging with Discomfort Pedagogically», Teaching and Teacher Education,
28/8 (2012), oo. 1071-1082.

e This study sought to understand how teachers’ discomforting emotions were manifest in
a teacher education setting and how teacher educators might engage with discomfort ped-
agogically. A qualitative perspective was used with a group of teachers who participated
in a series of peace education workshops in Cyprus. All of the workshops were audio-
and video-recorded; in-depth interviews were also conducted with seven focal participants
before and after the workshops. The findings show the manifestations of discomfort, the
sources of discomfort, and the ways of handling teachers’ discomfort pedagogically. The
paper discusses how this study may inform teacher education.

e The present work aims to highlight the characteristics and the identity of the citizen, the personality
of both the learner - citizen, whose development is viewed as a central goal of the subject of the
Social and Political Education, and the teacher — citizen, who teaches the specific subject. It is
widely acknowledged that the subject of Social and Political Education plays a critical role in the
shaping of the thinking person and the reflective citizen. For this reason, nowadays, both in the
field of Europe and at an international level, special scientists are engaged in research about the
political education of the European citizen and the global citizen whereas there is growing interest,
worldwide, in the ways in which curricula and syllabi can promote citizenship by shaping the
character, the conduct, the thoughts and the attitudes of the student, the citizen of the future. In
the century of the “clash of values”, ideological confusion and loose policy, this is undoubtedly
a difficult undertaking. Value formation should penetrate all school subjects and especially the
subject of the Social and Political Education, which gets straight to the core of the problem, as it
deals with the attitudes and views of the citizen, as well as matters of conduct and citizenship. It
is often said that values change over time and from one society to another. However, these are
only surface-level changes, as the essence of values remains unchanged over time. Ancient Greek
literature deals primarily with values, namely ethical and political values. One of the purposes of
this thesis is to search for the aforementioned values, to examine the reasons why these values
are being challenged, and explore the prospects for their renegotiation. Seen in this light, this
dissertation is built around three main axes: 1) the specification of values in the Ancient Greek
world, 2) the social and political education of adults, which ensures the transmission and processing
of these values, and 3) the ways in which the shaping of the reflective and thinking citizen can be
achieved through transformative learning.

e The aim of this study is to examine, prioritize and evaluate the factors that influence the learning
process, especially in regard to the phenomenon of high school students’ dropout, as reflected
in the views of teachers of secondary education. The theoretical part contains an analysis of the
influence of socioeconomic factors in the educational process in general and the phenomenon of
dropout in particular. After an analysis of the critical concepts of the work, this part is devoted
to the literature review which shows the influence of socioeconomic factors in the educational
process, the extent of the dropout and the relationship of this phenomenon with particular socio-
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economic factors. The empirical study is developed in three stages: The first applies an Exploratory
Factor Analysis (EFA), with the help of a research tool (questionnaire) that was constructed in
order to cover all the socio-economic factors, which were found scattered in the literature research
seeming to have some role in the dropout issue.In the second stage of the empirical research, the
model is tested with Confirmatory Factor Analysis (CFA). The analysis confirms the correctness
/ validity of the model, leading to conclusions about the responsibility of the family and society,
but mainly on the role of the school itself to the issue of dropout. The third stage contains an
inductive investigation of the effect on the teachers; attitudes of a series of socio- demographic
characteristics, such as gender, profession, years of experience, the workplace and the residential
area of the teachers on their attitudes.
